CONSIDERING: 

That, as part of the preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities, the Second Special Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC) considered and recommended the key issues for cooperation in the field of culture within the framework of FEMCIDI (CEPCIDI/INF.127 /11 corr.1) (CIDI/CIC/E-II/doc.10/10); 
That the General Assembly of the Organization of American States declared 2011 to be the Inter-American Year of Culture; and
That the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities has been postponed and that, at its 171st regular meeting held on July 19, 2011, CEPCIDI deemed it important to move ahead as soon as possible with the FEMCIDI Programming Cycle in the field of culture, so that the FEMCIDI projects would coincide with the celebrations of the Inter-American Year of Culture,
RESOLVES:

1. To express its appreciation of the work carried out at the Second Special Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Culture (CIC), which considered and recommended two key issues for cooperation in the field of culture within the FEMCIDI framework.
2. To define the following two key themes for partnership for development in the cultural sector, within the framework of FEMCIDI:  (i) Expanding economic growth and promoting development through culture; and (ii) Fostering social inclusion through culture.
3. To instruct SEDI to prepare the preliminary draft programmatic approaches on the topics agreed upon in the previous paragraph., through the Office of Education and Culture of the Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture and the Development Programs and Projects Section, following the guidelines of the CIC authorities.  These proposed programmatic approaches will be announced before October 7, 2011 with a view to member states submitting their recommendations and CEPCIDI considering and approving them by no later than November 7, 2011.
4. To request the General Secretariat to mobilize, within the framework of resolution CEPCIDI/RES.175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI):  Establishment of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI,” additional resources for the Programs referred to in the previous operative paragraph, in order to enhance the contributions made by member states.
5. To invite the CIC, the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD), and the National Liaison Offices (ONEs) to send in their comments and/or recommendations to improve the functioning of the proposed new structure for FEMCIDI and to forward them, through their permanent missions, to the CEPCIDI Working Group on Strengthening CIDI for consideration. 
6. To instruct the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) and the Secretariat for External Relations, through their respective offices and units, to provide technical support and to arrange the mechanism for mobilization of additional external resources and pledges of technical cooperation needed to implement FEMCIDI projects in the cultural sector. 
7. To instruct the CIC, with the support of the General Secretariat, to report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and to the Fifth Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Culture within the framework of CIDI, on implementation of this resolution.
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
