CONVOCATION OF THE SEVENTH MEETING OF THE

(Agreed upon at the CLXXV regular meeting, held on December 12, 2011)

THE PERMANENT EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CEPCIDI),
HAVING SEEN resolutions AG/RES. 2648 (XLI-O/11), “Improving Transparency and Effectiveness of the Inter-American Committee on Ports,” and CECIP/RES. 13 (XII-11), “Place and Date of the Seventh Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports”;
CONSIDERING:
That Article 5 of the Rules of Procedure of the CIP establishes that the Committee shall hold a regular meeting every two years;
That Article 9 of the same Rules of Procedure establishes that the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) shall convene a regular meeting of the Committee once the country which offered to host it has confirmed the date, city, and specific venue of the of the meeting;

The generous offer of the Government of Peru, via its Port Authority, to host the Seventh Regular Meeting of the CIP and the Thirteenth Meeting of the Executive Board in Lima, Peru, from March 12 to 16, 2012 (CEPCIDI/INF.144/11),

RESOLVES:
1. To thank the Government of Peru and its Port Authority for their offer to host the Seventh Regular Meeting of the CIP and to welcome and accept that offer.
2. To convene the Seventh Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), to be held in Lima, Peru, from March 14 to 16, 2012, and funded by the host country in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding to be signed with the Organization and with specific funds of the CIP up to the maximum and within the parameters established by the provisions governing the Committee.
3. To instruct the General Secretariat to assist, through the Secretariat of the Inter-American Committee on Ports, with the preparations and organization of the Seventh Regular Meeting of the CIP and to report to the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI (CEPCIDI) on the outcome, including information on the execution of the CIP contribution to the event in its corresponding quarterly financial report.
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
