CONSIDERING: 

That, in the framework of the Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education held in Guayaquil, Ecuador, on November 9 and 10, 2010, the new structure of FEMCIDI was presented and consideration began of the key themes in education to be financed by this Fund, and that agreement was not possible due to a lack of quorum; 


That CEPCIDI decided to conduct a survey among member states and instructed the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI to carry out subsequent consultations based on the findings, in order to facilitate definition of key themes in education in the framework of FEMCIDI; and


The findings of the survey on priority issues in education to be funded within the framework of FEMCIDI (CEPCIDI/doc.972/11), the Status of Voluntary Pledges and Contributions of the Member States to the 2010 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle as of February 7, 2011 (CEPCIDI/doc.975/11 rev. 1) and the report of the CEPCIDI Working Group on Strengthening CIDI,

RESOLVES:

1. To express its appreciation for the work done in the framework of the Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) and the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, and to thank the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development for the technical support provided through the Office of Education and Culture of the Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture, as well as through the Development Programs and Projects Management Section.

2. To define the following two key themes for partnership for development in the education sector, within the framework of FEMCIDI: (i) early childhood education, (ii) secondary education, which will focus primarily, but not exclusively, on teacher training.

3. To request the CIE, with the support of its technical secretariat, to help design the programs carried out under the key themes defined based on the project profiles submitted by member states.

4. To request the General Secretariat, within the framework of resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175/10 (CLXIV-O/10) “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI): Establishment of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI”, to mobilize additional resources for the programs mentioned in the foregoing operative paragraph in order to reinforce the contributions made by the member states.

5. To invite the CIE, the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD), and the National Liaison Offices (ONEs) to present observations and recommendations for improving the operation of the proposed new structure for FEMCIDI and to forward them, through their permanent missions, to the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI for consideration.

6. To instruct the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) and the Secretariat for External Relations, through their respective offices and units, to provide technical support and to arrange the mechanism for mobilization of additional external resources and pledges of technical cooperation needed to implement FEMCIDI projects in the education sector.

7. To instruct the CIE, with the support of the General Secretariat, to report on implementation of this resolution to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and to the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the framework of CIDI.
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
