CHAPTER IV
Cultural development, diversity, and pluralism

Cultural Development
Member states recognize that people are the protagonists of cultural development and are responsible for their own history, which implies individual and collective participation in the design of efficient, realistic, and respectful cultural policies in each country.
Member states will foster investment in cultural development and will implement cultural and creative industry production programs, with a view to achieving sustainable human development that, in a context of freedom, will enable greater participation in activities that help people lead decent lives.
Cultural Diversity
Member states recognize diversity as a source of social wealth and will promote strengthening of local power and citizen participation, where cultural actors play an important role in weaving the social fabric of each country.  Likewise, they will promote social well-being through the population’s access to and ownership of quality material and spiritual goods and services.
Cultural diversity will be included in the strategic guidelines of programs to ensure that cultures are consolidated as sources of creative elements and resources necessary for development.
CHAPTER V
Solidarity and collective effort of the Americas
It is urgent to promote efforts based on respect and justice for a democratic life in which people participate consciously and creatively in each country’s development process, as well as the design of policies and strategies for cultural development that can become instruments for the development of countries, in a context of the solidarity of the Americas.
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
