2. SCOPE AND PURPOSES


Hemispheric cooperation contributes to the integral development of individuals and should be viewed as an essential instrument for ensuring the elimination of poverty, social exclusion, and inequity; the consolidation of democracy, as well as peace, security, and prosperity for all peoples of the Americas.

Cooperation is based on respect, solidarity, and complementarily. Inter-American cooperation will complement the efforts of member states to ensure increased opportunities for decent employment; improve nutrition and access to health, quality education, and housing; promote adequate and sustainable access to energy, food, and water; and manage our environment responsibly.

Member States will foster the conscious and creative participation of people in each country’s development process. No individual or nation should be denied the opportunity to benefit from development. 

3. MODALITIES

In hemispheric cooperation, member states will promote inclusive mechanisms that favor the development of horizontal, south-south, and triangular cooperation, complementing traditional forms of cooperation.
