1. POVERTY; ECONOMIC GROWTH WITH EQUITY
Proposal presented by the delegation of Brazil during the meeting October 12, 2010:
1. CONSIDERING that the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS) establishes as one of its essential purposes the eradication of extreme poverty, which constitutes an obstacle to the full democratic development of the peoples of the Hemisphere; (taken from paragraph 8 of document GTC/CASA/doc.148/10 rev. 2)
Proposal presented by the delegation of Argentina during the meeting October 18, 2010:
2. RECOGNIZING that poverty affects all countries in the Hemisphere and extreme poverty impairs the lives of millions of persons in the Americas; (taken from paragraph 7 of document GTC/CASA/doc.148/10 rev. 2)
Proposal presented by the delegation of Brazil during the meeting October 12, 2010:

3. TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that the elimination of [NI: poverty, in particular] extreme poverty is [NI: a common and shared responsibility of the States an essential part of the promotion and consolidation of democratic order, which is the common and shared responsibility of the American States]; (taken from paragraphs 8 and 9 of document GTC/CASA/doc.148/10 rev. 2)
Proposal presented by the delegation of Venezuela during the meeting October 18, 2010:
4. Our determination and our commitment to urgently combat the serious problems of poverty, social exclusion and inequity [VE: hunger] that affect, in varying degrees, the countries of the Hemisphere; and to face the causes that generate them and its consequences, and create favorable conditions for socio-economic development with equity to promote more just societies; (taken from the Delcaration of Margarita of 2003)

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that the Inter-American Democratic Charter recognizes that democracy and economic and social development are interdependent and mutually reinforcing.[VE: ; and that the promotion and observance of economic, social, and cultural rights are inherently linked to integral development, equitable economic growth, and to the consolidation of democracy in the states of the Hemisphere;] (taken from paragraph 12 of document GTC/CASA/doc.148/10 rev. 2)
