Objective 1:  Promote equitable [CAN, USA: and universal
] access to quality early-childhood, primary, and secondary education with an inclusive, [USA: rights-based, and] intercultural approach [USA: that respects human rights, in accordance with each member state’s laws and policies and promote scientific and technological development and innovation].
Strategic lines of action:
5.1 Increase [USA: the coverage of access to high-quality] early childhood care and education, ensuring that those who live in situations of poverty or vulnerability have [USA: equal] access to comprehensive care services that include adequate nutrition, health care, [CAN: and] early stimulation, [CAN: and protection against violence, exploitation and abuse] with parental and community participation.
5.2 [USA: Encourage student retention and Ensure equal] access to quality primary and secondary education for all children and youth [USA: and encourage student retention].
5.3 [USA: Promote mother-tongue education services Promote greater attention to the needs of students whose native language is not the primary language of instruction, including the provision of native-language education services when appropriate]. 
5.4 Encourage the development and funding of [CAN: special inclusive] education programs in order to boost social [USA: and academic] inclusion for persons with disabilities.
5.5 [CAN: Seek to strengthen] teaching [and teacher’s training] in order to [USA: help] ensure a relevant and quality education [USA: for all students in contexts of diversity, by] improving recruitment, initial [USA: training preparation, ongoing] professional development [USA: and support,] performance incentives, working conditions, [USA: assessment, and monitoring of the evaluation of teacher effectiveness] 
ALT ARG: Strengthen teaching teacher training to ensure a relevant and quality education in contexts of diversity, by improving recruitment initial preparation and ongoing professional development, performance incentives and working conditions, assessment and assistance of teachers. 
Objective 2:  [USA: Promote [increased equitable] access to postsecondary education, and strengthen scientific and technological development and innovation, particularly in low and middle income countries].
5.6 Promote greater [USA: and equal] access to postsecondary technical, vocational, tertiary [USA: and university and adult] education, with particular attention to [USA: students from] vulnerable groups. 

5.7 [CAN: Strive to make / [CHAIR: Promote] [USA: the] [BRA: the higher-level education universities] [USA system] more [USA: inclusive democratic] and improve [USA: its their quality in order to fully to develop social capacities and prepare graduates for civic participation and increase their employability employment opportunities]. 
5.8 Strengthen [USA: the relationship between] scientific and technological development, research, and innovation, [USA: and as well as their links to the higher education system] and [ARG: productive business sectors].
