CHAPTER II

Inclusive and equitable economic development
ARTICLE 2

 
Original proposal by the Chair:

The peoples of the Americas have the right to achieve economic development with social justice, and the states have a responsibility to promote it, taking into account each country’s particular characteristics, with a view to eliminating extreme poverty and achieving a decent standard of living.
Alternate proposal discussed during the informal meeting of June 15, 2010:

The peoples of the Americas have the right to achieve economic development with social justice, and the states a duty to promote it, taking into account each country’s particular characteristics, with a view to eliminating extreme poverty and achieving a decent standard of living.

Paragraph agreed during the meeting of June 30, 2010, pending placement:

The peoples of the Americas have the right to development in the framework of solidarity, equity, peace, and freedom, and the Member States have the responsibility to promote it with a view to eliminating poverty, especially extreme poverty, and achieving a decent standard of living for all of our people.  (Agreed ad referendum of the United States on June 30, 2010)

During the meeting of June 30, 2010, the delegation of Mexico presented the following proposal for article 1 of Chapter I, for article 2 of Chapter II, and for article 1 of Chapter III:

Chapter I, Article 1: 

The peoples of America have the right to development. The states have a fundamental duty to establish national and international conditions conducive to the exercise of that right.

Chapter II, Article 2:

The member states have a duty to promote and [US: progressively] attain economic development, with a view to eliminating extreme poverty and achieving appropriate standards of living.

Chapter III, Article 1: 

The member states have a responsibility to promote and achieve social development for all with equity and inclusion.

During the meeting of June 30, 2010, the delegation of the United States presented the following proposal:

The peoples of the Americas have a right to development. Member States have a responsibility to promote economic and social development with equity and social inclusion, taking into account each country’s particular characteristics in a context of the rule of law, democracy, human rights, solidarity peace and freedom, with a view to eliminating extreme poverty and achieving an adequate standard of living for their people. 

CHAPTER III

Social development, equal opportunity, and nondiscrimination
ArtICLE 1
PROPOSED NEW ARTICLE ON SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT

Original proposal by the Chair:

The member states have a responsibility to promote and achieve development with equity and social inclusion, in a context of the rule of law, solidarity, peace, and freedom.
Alternate proposal discussed during the informal meeting of June 15, 2010:

The member states have a responsibility to promote and achieve social development for everyone, with equity and inclusion, in a context of the rule of law and social justice, solidarity, peace, and freedom.

ARTICLE 17

The member states have a responsibility to develop and implement comprehensive social protection policies and programs, based on the principles of universality, solidarity, equality, nondiscrimination, and equity that give priority to persons living in conditions of poverty and vulnerability and taking into account it’s national circumstances. (Agreed on June 30, 2010)
