CHAPTER I, ARTICLE 1

(Agreed ad referendum of the United States on June 30, 2010)
Alternate proposal, modified during the informal meeting of July 20, 2010:
The peoples of the Americas have the right to development in the framework of the principles of solidarity, equity, peace, freedom, democracy and human rights, and the Member States have the responsibility to promote it with a view to eliminating poverty, especially extreme poverty, and achieving a decent standard of living for all of our people.  
CHAPTER III, ARTICLE 1
The member states have a responsibility to promote and achieve social development for everyone.
