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AREA OF INTERVENTION 5:  EDUCATION

Objective 1:  Promote equitable and universal access to quality education, at all levels and in all types of education, with an inclusive, participatory, and intercultural approach. 
Strategic lines of action:
5.1 Increase access to high-quality early childhood education and comprehensive care, ensuring that those who live in situations of poverty or vulnerability have equal access to comprehensive services [COL: suggests ending the paragraph here]that include adequate nutrition, health care, early stimulation, and protection against violence, exploitation and abuse, with parental and community participation.
5.2 Ensure equal access [COL: under domestic law] to quality primary and secondary education for all children and [COL: adolescents youth], and encourage student retention through to completion of their studies.
5.3 Promote greater attention to the needs of students, whose native language is not the primary language of instruction, including the provision of native-language education services when appropriate.
5.4 Continue and strengthen programs and activities for eradicating illiteracy and reducing functional illiteracy.

5.5 Encourage the development [COL, USA: and funding] of inclusive education programs in order to boost social and academic inclusion for persons with [USA: disabilities and] special needs and for persons deprived of their liberty.
5.6 Improve the selection, initial preparation, training and ongoing professional development of teachers and  improve performance incentives, working conditions, and the evaluation of teacher effectiveness, in order to strengthen the teaching profession, make our educational systems more efficient, and guarantee quality and comprehensive education.
5.7 Promote greater and equal access to postsecondary technical, vocational, tertiary, university, and adult education, with particular attention to students from vulnerable groups, by providing more and better opportunities, in order to make it an effective, quality social right.
5.8 Promote inclusive, quality higher education in order to fully prepare students for improved insertion into the labor market.
5.9 Encourage research and innovation in secondary and higher education in order to promote scientific and technological development and strengthen their links to business sectors.
5.10 Promote linkages and exchanges between country, regional, and hemispheric postsecondary institutions to improve human resource training and encourage intercultural learning. 
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
