CHAPTER III

Social development, equal opportunity, and nondiscrimination

Article 5


Member states recognize that a high standard of health is fundamental to social inclusion and cohesion, equitable economic growth and social development.  Member states, therefore, re-affirm their commitment to promote healthy lifestyles, to encourage individual responsibility in matters of health and to foster improved access to health care, focusing on the most vulnerable segments of our societies.


Member states also commit to promote our peoples well-being through prevention and care strategies, by combating HIV/AIDS and other pandemics and by strengthening in-country capacities to deal with various health issues including environmental health concerns such as pollution.
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
