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I. INTRODUDTION: BACKGROUND INFORMATION ON THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION

The Inter-American Committee on Education, established at the Third Meeting of Ministers of Education in Mexico City in 2003, consists of one representative from each ministry of education of the 34 member states of the Organization of American States (OAS)

Its principal mandate is to follow up on the implementation of decisions emanating from ministerial meetings and the Summits of the Americas processes in the field of education. Furthermore, the CIE seeks to identify multilateral initiatives and contribute to the execution of OAS programs and policies related to education.
 The CIE’s work is governed by Rules of Procedure.

Today, the CIE has become an institutional decision-making body of the Inter-American System, facilitating informed, fruitful, and regular discussion and analysis of educational issues within the OAS’s processes of policy dialogue. 
The CIE discharges its duties with support from the OAS General Secretariat, through the services provided by its Technical Secretariat, which are part of the functions of the Department of Human Development and Education under the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development. 


The diagram below summarizes the work of the Inter-American Committee on Education:
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This policy organ meets in plenary sessions (34 representatives) approximately every two years, constituting the Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education. To date, thirteen (13) meetings of the Authorities and six (6) regular meetings of this body have been held as part of the preparations for these meetings and their follow-up. A. CIE AUTHORITIES
This body’s Authorities, consisting of three officers (a Chair and two Vice-Chairs), five subregional representatives, and five alternates, meet periodically during the year to study the progress of projects under way and examine new priority policy areas and important research study conclusions, in addition to preparing concrete strategies to offer technical, political, and financial support to specific initiatives promoting multilateral cooperation among member states. 
These meetings guide the CIE’s work, with support from its Technical Secretariat, for the preparation and follow-up of the Inter-American Meetings of Ministers of Education, as well as other channels for policy dialogue, such as the Summit of the Americas process.
During the period covered in this report, 2012–2014, the CIE has had the following authorities:

B. MOBILIZATION OF FINANCIAL RESOURCES
Since its creation, the CIE has received financial assistance for the implementation of programs and projects established in keeping with the priorities set by the ministries and secretariats of education of the member states. Much of this financial assistance has come from the establishment of a reserve subfund [Resolution Res. CP/831 (1342/02)] created by a one-time contribution to support initiatives for compliance with the mandates of the Summits of the Americas and the Meetings of Ministers of Education.
/ 
The CIE delegated to its Authorities the responsibility for decisions on the execution of this fund, which has been used to finance the following activities with support from the Technical Secretariat:

· Educational Indicators

· Teacher Training and Professional Development

· Education for Democracy

· Early Childhood Education

· Technical Support for the CIE and ministerial processes.
This financing was supplemented with other funds from the member states, international agencies, civil society organizations, academic institutions, and other stakeholders.

The successes achieved during this period as a result of the hemispheric initiatives implemented by the CIE through its Technical Secretariat include initiatives for intersectoral collaboration in training, research, and cooperation activities. Developing strategies for building partnerships and associations was essential to support efforts to fund the initiatives that were under way. 

The Technical Secretariat of the CIE has programmatic and financial reports for each of the projects implemented in the aforementioned areas, which are available to the member states as needed. These reports were also among the reports of the CIE Technical Secretariat presented at previous meetings of the CIE and Inter-American Meetings of Ministers of Education. 

It should be noted that two of the lines of work implemented – Early Childhood Education and Education in Democratic Values and Practices – have not received new funding, and their activities concluded at the end of 2013. 
II.
OBJECTIVES OF THIS REPORT
This report was prepared by the Chair of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) and its Technical Secretariat, the Department of Human Development and Education of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) of the OAS. The main objective of the report is to inform member states about the activities of the CIE and its Technical Secretariat since the XIII Meeting of Authorities of the Inter-American Committee on Education, held September 6-7, 2012
/, and their most important results. It also includes the activities carried out preparatory to the VIII Inter‑American Meeting of Ministers of Education, to be held in Panama City, Panama, on February 4–5, 2015. 
III.
WORK OF THE LA CIE FROM 2012 TO 2014

B. FOLLOW UP TO THE VII INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS OF EDUCATION (SURINAME, 2012) AND PREPARATORY PROCESS FOR THE VIII INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS OF EDUCATION (PANAMA, 2015)
1. XIII Meeting of Authorities of the CIE

On September 6–7, 2012, the XIII Meeting of Authorities of the CIE, chaired by Suriname’s Minister of Education, H.E. Shirley Sitaldin, was held at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C. During this meeting, the delegates of the member states in attendance followed up on the results of the VII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, held in Paramaribo, Suriname, in March 2012 and issued recommendations for drafting lines of action for the CIE Work Plan 2012-2014, particularly in regard to early childhood education initiatives, the Inter-American Teacher Education Network, and the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices.
/ 

2. VI Regular Meeting of the CIE

In May 2014, chaired by Suriname, represented by that country’s Minister of Education and Community Development, H.E. Ashwin Adhin, the Technical Secretariat of the CIE began work to support preparations for the VI Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education, to be held at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C. on October 14–15, 2014, as a first step in the preparations for the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education. This process consisted of several stages, whose main activities were to:
· Review the mandates emanating from the Inter-American Meetings of Ministers of Education – principally those implemented between 2007 and 2012 – and other forums, such as the Summit of the Americas;
· Analyze how the work of the countries, through the Technical Secretariat of the Inter‑American Committee on Education, had improved the response to their educational situation; 

· Observe other education work processes implemented by subregional, regional, and international organizations in the hemisphere;
· Consider the mandate review and classification processes,
/ the new strategic objectives of the Organization of American States,
/ and the Plan of Action of the Social Charter of the Americas;
/  

· Hold, in collaboration with the Permanent Missions to the OAS, virtual and face-to-face consultations among CIE Authorities and between them and the members of the CIE Executive Committee;
· Engage in informal consultations with other areas of the OAS whose influence on educational issues is key to understanding and addressing the priorities identified;
· Hold informative meetings with the Permanent Missions to the OAS and OAS National Offices; and 
· Participate in policy dialogue on the technical documents that will be the object of negotiations in various bodies, such as the Inter-American Council for Integral Development and the Committee on Policies, during the preparations for the VIII Inter‑American Meeting of Ministers of Education. 

As a result of the aforementioned review, analysis, and consultation activities conducted under the aegis of the Chair of the CIE, the Chair of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) – Suriname’s Minister of Education and Community Development, H.E. Ashwin Adhin – with support from the CIE Technical Secretariat, presented a proposal to begin building an Inter‑American Education Agenda.
/ 
Discussions on this proposal began during the VI Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education, held at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C., on October 14–15, 2014.
/  Its objectives were to: 
· Revitalize educational policy dialogue and orient it toward the creation of an educational strategic vision for the Americas;
· Define regional priorities in the educational arena, in sync with local, subnational, and subregional needs and realities, thus laying a solid foundation for facilitating interaction among the member states;
· Supplement and enrich educational work completed or under way in the region and subregions;
· Use an ongoing collaborative approach that boosts current, urgent, and important educational solutions consistent with the hemisphere’s educational priorities and context.
· Strengthen intersectoral and interagency dialogue between education authorities and other government agencies and with international organizations, the private sector, and civil society, thereby fostering constructive governance in education.
In keeping with the priorities set by the Ministers at the most recent Inter-American Meetings of Ministers of Education of the OAS, the CIE Chair suggested focusing the Inter-American Education Agenda on the following lines of action, the majority of which are based on the issues identified by the ministers of education in earlier declarations issued by ministerial meetings – for example, the Declaration of Quito 2009
/ and the Declaration of Paramaribo 2012.
/ 

· Promoting and monitoring policies of quality, equity, and inclusion; 

· Strengthening initial teacher preparation, professional development, and the teaching profession; 

· Promote the teaching of STEM
 in grades K-12, using modern pedagogy; 

· Use of information and communication technologies in the teaching and learning process; 

· Comprehensive early-childhood care and education.

In September, the Chair of the CIE, with the support of the Technical Secretariat of the CIE, distributed a form to consult the ministers or secretaries of education on themes and subthemes to put on the Inter-American Education Agenda to enable them to a) evaluate the proposed lines of action, b) propose other lines of action, and c) suggest subthemes for each line of action. 
The systematized results of the responses provided by the 18 ministers of education who responded were presented at the VI Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education.
/
Based on the results of this consultation, a proposal was made to the delegates in attendance at the VI Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education to participate in subregional working groups – North America, Central America, and Latin America and the Caribbean – in order to: a) continue discussing and determining the lines of action to be considered when drafting the proposal for an Inter-American Education Agenda, and b) identify the subthemes that could help narrow the approach for constructing the goals to include in the proposal for the Inter‑American Educational Agenda. The results of the subregional discussions can be found in the Final Report of the VI Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education.
/ 

As a result of these subregional discussions, priority was given to three lines of action to frame the construction of an Inter-American Education Agenda. 
· Promoting and monitoring policies of quality, equity, and inclusion; 

· Strengthening initial teacher preparation, professional development, and the teaching profession; 

· Comprehensive early-childhood care and education.

The following lines of action would be cross-cutting themes to the lines of action listed above: 

· Promote the teaching of STEM in grades K-12 using modern pedagogy;

· Use of information and communication technologies in the teaching and learning process.

It should be noted that at the VI Regular Meeting of the CIE, Panama offered to host the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education. The member states decided during that meeting that Panama would be the Chair of the CIE. 
Other candidacies were also accepted, such as those of Colombia as Second Vice-Chair of the CIE and Costa Rica as First Vice-Chair. Some positions on the CIE Executive Committee were also filled by countries proposed.

Once elected, the new Chair of the CIE, the Minister of Panama, H.E. Marcela Paredes de Vásquez, expressed unequivocal support for the construction of an Inter-American Education Agenda.
/ 
As a result of the policy dialogue with the member states, and with the support of the Executive Secretariat, the host country and Chair of the CIE presented the following as the theme of the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education: “Building an Inter-American Education with Equity for Prosperity.”
Based on this decision, the host country, in collaboration with the Technical Secretariat of the CIE, drafted a series of documents designed to inform the countries about this proposal, geared to the negotiations at the Preparatory Meeting of the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education and, consequently, the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education.
/
The documents prepared reveal the host country’s emphasis on the following issues:

· That building the Inter-American Education Agenda is a process whose development dynamic per se involves a contribution to revitalizing the policy dialogue among the countries and furthering the exploration of new modalities to facilitate their interaction.
/
· That the main objective of the Agenda is to focus the work of the OAS member states on priority themes and ensure that, as a function thereof, mechanisms are created to facilitate interaction and cooperation among them.
/
· That the Inter-American Education Agenda will be grounded in the principles of collaboration, intersectoralism, and interculturalism, and promote linkage with the work of other international, regional, and subregional organizations, academia and the private sector, civil society, and other social stakeholders whose participation is vital to the development and strengthening of educational policies, programs, and initiatives in the formal and non-formal sector. It was therefore proposed that the next Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education promote dialogue between OAS ministers/secretaries of education and the ministers/secretaries of labor
/ that comprise the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor.
/ 
· That, to be effective in its subsequent implementation, construction of the Inter‑American Education Agenda will require engagement, leadership, and ownership by the countries. It was therefore proposed that three working groups made up of the ministers of education be formed during the construction of the Agenda – one for each line of action identified – and, moreover, that each group draft recommendations on strategies for action, based fundamentally on the promotion of policy dialogue, mutual understanding, the sharing of experiences, and intersectoral cooperation to guide the implementation of this Agenda.
/
· That connecting the ministerial process with the Summit of the Americas process is key to supporting the decisions of the ministers of education and ensuring sustainability over time. In this regard, Panama has noted the importance of putting construction of the Inter-American Education Agenda to the consideration of the Heads of State and including it in the educational mandates contained in the Recommendations for Action Document of the Summit of the Americas.
/ 

Construction of the Education Agenda is expected to begin immediately after the ministerial meeting, with the results to be discussed and presented at the IX Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education. During this period, moreover, through the mechanisms proposed by the member states for building the Education Agenda – whether the working groups suggested by the Chair of the CIE or others to be determined – periodic progress reports will be prepared and distributed to keep all countries informed about the progress made. 

In addition, the XIV Meeting of Authorities of the Inter-American Committee on Education is expected to take place in the second four months of 2015. Its objective will be to monitor compliance with the mandates issued by the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education and the VII Summit of the Americas.


The role of the CIE Technical Secretariat in this process will be to assist and advise the member states on the activities that will be required to help them comply with their mandates; the Technical Secretariat will also ensure that the information produced during construction of the Inter‑American Education Agenda is promptly distributed to the relevant areas to keep the actors participating in the process properly informed about the progress made.

Finally, we also invite the member states to continue informing themselves, participating, and making voluntary contributions to support the work of the Inter-American Committee on Education and the current initiatives of the Department of Human Development and Education. 
We also invite the member states to bear in mind the knowledge, practices, and resources generated by the Department’s initiatives, with a view to utilizing them in building the Inter‑American Education Agenda; in particular, we recommend that they consider the activities, experiences, and lessons learned from the implementation of horizontal cooperation projects. 
4. 
CHALLENGES FOR THE WORK OF THE CIE – THOUGHTS AND PROPOSALS FOR THE VIII INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS OF EDUCATION 


A review of the CIE’s work in recent years has identified a number of challenges that must be addressed to strengthen the work of this political body and its Technical Secretariat, especially in regard to the organization of the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education. 
These challenges are:

· Strengthen the work of the CIE Technical Secretariat through greater linkage of its program and project initiatives to foster more effective and efficient use of the available resources and expand its reach and impact in the countries.
· Foster a more sustained and ongoing policy dialogue that favors countries’ involvement in the initiatives carried out by the CIE through its Technical Secretariat; 

· Raise the profile of the countries’ accomplishments in the educational field and contribute to systematizing practices and building knowledge in priority issues. Raising the profile of the accomplishments is key to supporting the countries in the sharing, scalability, adaptation, and sustainability of successful practices..

· Avoid duplication of resources and join efforts with subregional, regional, and international organizations. Having an intersectoral and interagency perspective will foster understanding and help address complexities and interconnections that occur in the formal and non-formal educational environment.
· Although horizontal cooperation is one of the priority mandates of recent Ministerial Meetings and has yielded excellent results, progress must continue to be made toward integrating the cooperation models used by the Department’s various initiatives, the systematization of its practices, and the documentation of the knowledge created and accumulated.  

· Implement resource mobilization strategies to continue support for the priority initiatives identified by the member states and make progress in others of interest. 

Strengthening the CIE will promote and advance the education policy dialogue to arrive at the formulation of a guide or roadmap for building a hemispheric educational vision that will guide the implementation of national, subregional, and regional initiatives for strengthening the member states’ capacity to offer a quality education for all. 

In light of the above, the Chair of the CIE considers the next Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education an excellent opportunity for discussing these challenges and the specific proposals for meeting them, such as building an Inter-American Education Agenda.
