GUIDE FOR POLICIES, PROGRAMS, AND INITIATIVES ON EDUCATION IN THE AMERICAS, WITH A VIEW TO HORIZONTAL COOPERATION
(Instrument for the Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education – CIE)

One of the principal outcomes of the Inter-American Meetings of Ministers of Education is consensus among the OAS Member States on the importance of continuing to promote hemispheric cooperation in education as an instrument for furthering policy dialogue in this area and contributing to strengthening and developing national, subregional, and/or regional educational policies.


To follow up on implementation of this consensus and in the framework of the work initiated by the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) to define the main lines of action for applying mechanisms for hemispheric collaboration and cooperation in education, the Technical Secretariat of the CIE proposes the development of a “Guide for Policies, Programs, and Initiatives on Education in the Americas.” 

This tool, along with other existing regional and subregional forums and mechanisms, is intended to help, through a platform for the transfer of experiences and of information and communications technologies, to systematize, showcase, and disseminate educational experiences that were or are being carried out by national ministries or secretariats of education in the member states and that have been considered or are considered to be good or successful practices. These experiences will serve to promote an ongoing, updated exchange of knowledge and experiences among the ministries of education of the member states as well as to support and structure the development of intersectoral hemispheric cooperation processes that enable countries to provide technical assistance to one another and/or to receive it.


To this end, the ministries of education of the Americas are invited to share their experiences on the lines of action to be determined at the Sixth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education (Washington D.C., October 14-15, 2014). Information received and selected on their experiences will be included in a virtual “portfolio/repository,” to be submitted to the Eighth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education of the Americas as input for discussion. 


This instrument will provide the ministries of education of the member states with useful information for moving forward in coordinating their efforts and for designing short-, medium-, and long-term coordination strategies for public educational policies based on similar situations in response to like needs, in keeping with local or national realities.
