ANNOTATED AGENDA 
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A. BACKGROUND
The Eighth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE), to be held at the OAS Headquarters in Washington, D.C. on October 4-5, 2018, provides a unique opportunity for Authorities of the Ministries of Education of the region to share their experiences and consider the progress that has been made in the implementation of the 2017-2019 Work Plan of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE). 

It will also support consensus building around key project actions and initiatives for the continued implementation of the Inter-American Education Agenda (IEA) in the three priority areas of Quality Inclusive and Equitable Education; Strengthening the Teaching Profession; and Comprehensive Early Childhood Care. Additionally, Member States are expected to define the theme and focus for the X Meeting of Ministers of Education which is scheduled to be held in Antigua and Barbuda in 2019.
This Meeting will encourage dialogue on innovative mechanisms to further strengthen collaborative actions through effective partnerships that promote increased opportunities for our citizens in the region with representatives from international organizations, multilateral development banks and other stakeholders in this important issue.

B. PROPOSED TOPICS FOR DISCUSSION 
1. Updating on activities of the Secretariat and Working Groups 
· Review of the implementation of the Inter American Education Agenda (IEA) and 

the 2017-2019 Work Plan.

· Approaches to resource mobilization and partnerships to support further 


Implementation.

· Prospective elements for the 2020 – 2022 CIE Work Plan 

 
2. Strengthening Alliances with multilateral development banks and technical development 

entities, based on a 3C’s of togetherness concept:  communicate, coordinate and collaborate. Identification and discussion on areas for potential support of the IEA and CIE and concretizing of preliminary commitments for support from multilateral development banks and technical entities (WB, IDB, CAF, CDB; UNESCO, UNICEF, PADF, PAHO).

 

· With respect to Communication, we anticipate presentation, discussion and 

harmonization of concrete Initiatives/Actions to understand the work of the entities and build an informed common ground.
· With respect to Coordination we will be defining benchmarks and targets to be 

agreed upon and which institutions will be taking the lead in coordinating separate activities.
· With respect to Collaboration we will be jointly planning country, regional and/or 


sub regional initiatives.

C. PURPOSE OF THE MEETING:

· Facilitate dialogue among High-Level Authorities of Education in the region.

Explore strategies and lines of action for strengthening the Implementation of the Inter-American Education Agenda and 2017-2019 CIE Work Plan, towards achieving a sustainable and integrated approach for the topic within the region.

· Discuss the proposed theme and topics for the next Ministerial Meeting to be held in 


Antigua and Barbuda in 2019.

· Outline potential areas of work and methods to better support effective cooperation 


and leverage partnerships to address member state priorities aligned with the Inter-


American Education Agenda and 2017-2019 CIE Work Plan.

D. EXPECTED RESULTS OF THE MEETING:  

· Promote dialogue among member states and education partners on identifying and         

coordinating the implementation of initiatives/programs that can support and strengthen actions defined under the 3 Pillars of the IEA in tandem with the current trends for the region. 

· Agreement on theme and topics for the next Ministerial Meeting and guidance to the 

Secretariat for the preparation of the preliminary Agenda, Declaration and Plan of Action for the next Ministerial.

· Analysis of progress made on the implementation of the 2017-2019 Work Plan of the 


CIE under the Ministerial process that facilitates the implementation of the IEA.

E. STRUCTURE OF THE MEETING:

The two-day meeting will be structured as a series of plenary sessions with open discussions, followed by a moderated dialogue, which will provide a rich contextual framework to inform productive discussion among authorities from Member States. Presentations made by external entities will allow Authorities to reflect on:

· Day 1 – Strengthening the implementation of the Inter American Education Agenda and 

the supporting role of leveraging partnerships to respond to Member States needs and priorities. Defining a continuation framework based on the work done since the IEA adoption to serve as the beacon for the 2020-2022 work plan

· Day 2 – Improving and strengthening the nexus between Labor, Science and Technology 

and Competitiveness. Advancing actions towards intersectoral collaboration and the potential implementation of the Civic Education for Americas Initiative.
