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STRATEGIC FRAMEWORK FOR THE INTER-AMERICAN PROGRAM FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT (PIDS)

(Approved at the fourth plenary session, held October 20, 2015, 
and subject to review by the style committee)

The goal of the PIDS is to support OAS member states that so request, in their efforts to achieve sustainable development through relevant actions for environmental protection and within their poverty eradication policies, particularly on extreme poverty.  

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the commitments assumed in resolution 66/288, “The Future We Want,” adopted by the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development, and resolution A/70/L.1 “Transforming Our World: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”; 

The General Secretariat of the OAS shall continue supporting member States that request it in their efforts towards the advancement of commitments made in the area of climate change, as one of the cross cutting themes for the strategic areas identified in the PIDS, acknowledging that the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change
/ is the primary international – intergovernmental forum for negotiating the global response to climate change. 

The PIDS will support actions in the following strategic areas: 

1. Disaster Risk Management;
2. Sustainable Management of Ecosystems ; 
3. Integrated Water Resources Management; 
4. Sustainable Cities and Communities;
5. Sustainable energy management, prioritizing the promotion of clean, renewable, environmentally sustainable energy and energy efficiency; and,
6. Strengthening and capacity building for efficient, effective, accountable and inclusive institutions for sustainable development.
