Nonresident guests who exhibit a passport or an Andean migration card whose entry stamp to the
country indicates a stay of less than 60 days will be exempt from the 18% sales tax on lodging. The
receipt must be issued in the guest's name for the exemption to be granted.

Each delegate should make their own reservation at their hotel of choice. Each participant
will be responsible for paying their hotel bill prior to departure, in accordance with the usual hotel
procedures.

12. Electricity
The electric current in Peru is 220 volts.

13. Currency

The Peruvian currency is the Nuevo Sol (S/. or PEN). The official exchange rate is available at
http://www.berp.gob.pe/

The most widely accepted credit cards are Visa, MasterCard and American Express. ATMs are
available 24 hours a day at shopping centers and banks.

14. Security

The Peruvian Government will be responsible for the security of the visiting delegations, of
which the National Police of Peru will be in charge at the locations where official activities will be
held.

Firearm Instructions

The participating countries may include security personnel in their respective delegations.
The entry will be permitted of small and large caliber semiautomatic and single-shot weapons up to
9mm parabellum, using cartridge type ammunition in accordance with NATO standardization
(STANAG) or similar agreements, with lead, full metal jacket and/or semi-jacket cartridges.

Upon arrival at the airport, the personnel carrying these weapons will be required to declare
and present them and their ammunition to representatives of SUCAMEC and SUNAT (Customs) to
verify that they conform to the authorization issued. There will be a similar procedure for the
weapons upon departure from the Republic of Peru.

The temporary import of firearms requires the submission of the form contained in
Appendix 2 to your embassy, so that it may undertake the appropriate formalities with the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of Peru, by Monday, November 9, 2015. Copies of the above form must also be sent
to seguridadmispa@mininter.gob.pe and mispaperu@mininter.gob.pe.

For delegations that do not have a diplomatic mission in Peru, the necessary formalities
should be carried out directly by their country's Permanent Mission to the OAS with the Permanent
Mission of Peru to the OAS.
