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ACTIVITIES OF THE WORKING GROUP TO COORDINATE ALL THE PREPARATIONS
 FOR THE FIFTH MEETING OF MINISTERS RESPONSIBLE 

FOR PUBLIC SECURITY IN THE AMERICAS 

(Report submitted by the Chair of the Working Group)

I. MANDATES

The forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), resolved to convene the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V) and instructed the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, to establish a working group, chaired by Peru, to coordinate all the preparations for MISPA-V.

The Permanent Council, on February 27, 2015, adopted resolution CP/RES. 1043 (2007/15), “Place and Date of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V) and of the Second Meeting of the Subsidiary Technical Working Group on Police Management, both meetings convened by resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14).” In operative paragraph 1 of that resolution it was decided “to set November 19-20, 2015, as the dates of the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas, to be held in Arequipa, Peru,” while operative paragraph 2 resolved “to establish, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, a working group chaired by Peru, to coordinate all the preparations for MISPA-V.”

On August 5, 2015, by means of resolution CP/RES. 1052 (2031/15), the Permanent Council amended the mandate contained in operative paragraph 1 of resolution CP/RES. 1043 (2007/15), to establish that the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V), convened for November 19 and 20, 2015, would be held in the city of Lima, Peru.

The Committee on Hemispheric Security’s Working Group to Coordinate All the Preparations for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V) was set up by the CSH on July 13, 2015, under the aforesaid mandates of the OAS General Assembly and Permanent Council.

II. CHAIR

On July 13, 2015, the CSH elected Ambassador Juan Federico Jiménez Mayor, Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS, to serve as the Chair of the Working Group.

III. ACTIVITIES OF THE WORKING GROUP

The preparatory work for the Fifth Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA-V) (Lima, November 19 and 20, 2015) was conducted during four formal meetings between the months of July and October 2015, in accordance with the “Working Method and Schedule of Meetings of the Working Group,” approved at its meeting of July 13, 2015 (CSH/GT/MISPA V-1/15 rev. 4).

The Working Group concluded its activities on October 27, 2015 and presented its findings to the Committee on Hemispheric Security at its meeting on November 5, 2015. On that date, this Committee formally declared that the Working had completed the task for which it had been established and its mandate was therefore ended. 

IV. Documents of the Working Group

The section below lists the documents prepared during the Working Group’s activities in preparation for MISPA-V, which are also available on the Working Group’s web page (http://www.oas.org/en/council/CSH/GT/MISPAV/).

A. Working Documents

a. Draft Agenda 

The Draft Agenda of MISPA-V was presented by the Chair (Peru) on July 13, 2015, at the Working Group’s first meeting. Based on the delegations’ remarks made on that occasion, a revised version was issued, which was adopted at the second meeting of the Working Group on August 24 and 25 (CSH/GT/MISPA V-3/15 rev. 3 corr. 1). 

MISPA-V’s central topic is the prevention of crime, violence, and insecurity and, in accordance with that theme:

· It will follow up on the mandates related to the topic contained in resolution AG/RES. 2866 (XLIV-O/14), “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach,” also known as the omnibus resolution.

· It will hear the reports of the Technical Subsidiary Working Groups that met between MISPA-IV and MISPA-V.

· It will examine several issues of relevance for coordination and cooperation among the member states in order to address this issue.

· It will examine different issues related to data and information for the design and implementation of public policies.

· It will adopt the final document: “Lima Recommendations for the Prevention of Crime, Violence, and Insecurity.” 

b. Draft Schedule

The Draft Schedule of MISPA-V was presented by the Chair (Peru) on July 13, 2015, at the Working Group’s first meeting. Based on the delegations’ remarks made on that occasion, a revised version was issued, which was adopted at the second meeting of the Working Group held on August 24 and 25 (CSH/GT/MISPA V-4/15 rev. 3 corr. 1). 

The Schedule sets out in detail the sequence of events for MISPA-V, including the following: 

· The inaugural ceremony;

· The opening session;

· The introductory session;

· The first plenary session, followed by the Dialogue of Ministers and Heads of Delegation;

· The second plenary session, followed by another Dialogue of Ministers and Heads of Delegation and the adoption of the Lima Recommendations document;

· The closing session.

c. List of Guests

The List of Guests was examined and adopted in part at the Second Meeting of the Working Group (August 24 and 25). Its consideration and adoption were concluded at the Third Meeting (September 28 and 29, 2015). It is referred to the Committee on Hemispheric Security for its consideration as document CSH/GT/MISPA V-5/15 rev. 5 corr. 1.

d. Lima Recommendations 

The Working Group ended its work on October 27, 2015, when it concluded its consideration and negotiation of the main consensus-based document titled “Draft Lima Recommendations for the Prevention of Crime, Violence, and Insecurity,” CSH/GT/MISPA V-11/15 rev. 3.

B. Information Documents

a. Concept Paper

The Concept Paper was presented by the Chair (Peru) on July 13, 2015, at the first meeting of the Working Group. Based on the delegations’ remarks received on that occasion, the final version was issued (CSH/GT/MISPA V-6/15 rev. 1). 

b. Peru MISPA Team Presentation

This presentation was given by the Peru MISPA Team on July 13, 2015, at the Working Group’s first meeting. It described the road map for MISPA-V from the thematic, procedural, and logistic points of view (CSH/GT/MISPA V-9/15).
c. Annotated Agenda

The Annotated Agenda was presented by the Chair (Peru) on September 28, 2015, at the Working Group’s Third Meeting. Based on the delegations’ remarks made at the October 27 meeting, the final version was issued (CSH/GT/MISPA V-15/15 rev. 1)
d. Report of the Virtual Forum (civil society contributions)

This document was published in preparation for the Third Meeting of the Working Group, held on September 28 and 29, 2015. The report was presented verbally to the Group by the Forum’s moderator, Mr. Gastón Schulmeister, on September 28. 
The Forum was held on August 10 to 27, 2015, and was organized by the OAS Department of Public Security, in collaboration with the Department of International Affairs and the Summits of the Americas Secretariat.

The Report of the Virtual Forum was distributed as document CSH/GT/MISPA V-17/15; Mr. Schulmeister’s presentation was distributed as document CSH/GT/MISPA V-17/15 add. 1; and the list of participants in the Forum was distributed as CSH/GT/MISPA V-17/15 add. 2.

e. Information Bulletin

The Information Bulletin for MISPA-V was distributed on October 26 and 30, 2015 (CSH/GT/MISPA V-20/15).
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
