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Record of the meeting held on September 7, 2011
The meeting was held under the chairmanship of Ambassador Guillermo Cochez, Permanent Representative of Panama to the OAS, to consider the items on the order of business contained in document GT/DADIN/doc.403/11, which was adopted without amendment.
The following delegations attended this meeting: Argentina, Bolivia, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Guatemala, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela. 

1. Evaluation and analysis of the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus
The Chair informed the meeting that the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus approved Articles XIX (Rights of association, assembly, and freedom of expression and thought) and XXXIV, in addition to paragraphs 2 and 5 of Article XVII (Health), leaving that provision approved in full.

Also approved were the amendments to the title and paragraph 1 of Article XII (Right to cultural identity and integrity); paragraphs 2 and 4 of Article XXI (Indigenous law and jurisdiction); a reformulated title and paragraphs 2 and 3 of Article XXIII (Treaties, agreements, and other constructive arrangements ); a new title in Article XXII (Participation of indigenous peoples and contributions of indigenous legal and organizational systems), and paragraphs 1, 3, and 4 of Article XXVII (Labor rights).  Pending approval are paragraph 2 of Article XII, paragraph 1 of Article XXI, Article XXII, paragraph 1 of Article XXIII, paragraph 5 of Article XXVII, and new paragraphs ter, quart, and quint of Article XXXIV.
The delegations of Costa Rica and Uruguay expressed satisfaction at the substantial progress made at the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations. They thanked the Chair for his excellent stewardship of the work and the Technical Secretariat for the support rendered during the negotiations. 
2. Oral report on the status of the Specific Fund to Support the Preparation of the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples

The Legal Consultant of the Department of International Law, Ms. Verónica Alonso submitted a report on the expenses incurred by holding the meetings of the Indigenous Peoples’ Caucus at the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations, as well as on the current status of the Specific Fund to Support the Preparation of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples. 

She mentioned that all of the participants financed by the Specific Fund who did not have a United States visa managed to obtain one thanks to mutual cooperation between the United States Mission and the Department of International Law. 
She reported that the total cost of paying for the attendance of the indigenous representatives financed by the Specific Fund at OAS Headquarters from January 14 to 20 was US$76,840.07, and that the current balance of the specific fund, taking into account the expenditures incurred by the last meeting of negotiations, was US$29,844.95. In that connection, she underscored that the Specific Fund does not have sufficient resources to finance future meetings of the Indigenous Peoples’ Caucus. A breakdown by item may be consulted in the report distributed as document GT/DADIN/doc.404/11.

On this point, the Chair advised the meeting that efforts had been taken to secure financing from the Kingdom of Spain and the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), in order to hold the next round of negotiations in the second half of the year in progress. 


The delegation of Costa Rica thanked the Chair for the efforts made and the Department of International Law for the report presented.
3. Other business:

The Chair reported that pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2565 (XL-O/10) he instructed the Working Group to hold a second meeting but that the holding of that meeting was subject to the availability of the necessary funds. He reiterated that for the moment those funds were not available for holding an additional meeting. In that regard, he proposed that the meeting be held in the second half of the year in progress and that it be taken into account with a view to the inclusion of this request in the negotiations on the next draft resolution presented by the working group.
There being no further business, the meeting concluded at 3:20 p.m.
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
