I am writing to you in reference to the V of Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Science and Technology (REMCYT) and the process of electing the coordinators of the Working Groups in the Inter-American Committee of Science and Technology (COMCYT). The National Science and Technology Council – CONACYT in its capacity as Coordinator General of the National Quality system and the National Science Technology and Innovation System, presents its application for Coordinator of Working Group Nº 3: National Quality Infrastructure. 

According to the law by which the National Quality Commission was created (law Nº 2279/03), which serves as the advising body for the CONACYT council, in which the main actors of the system are represented; their main roles are: to formulate policies; coordinate action; diffuse and disseminate quality; and assess the system. In their recent meeting last Tuesday 24th of October 2017, the CONACYT council, approved a New National Quality Policy, which shall soon be forwarded to the President of the Republic’s office to be ratified by the corresponding decree.

The National Accreditation Body – ONA – (one of the pillars of quality infrastructure) operates as part of CONACYT, integrating the National Quality System as the institution that is in charge of directing and administrating the National Accreditation system and granting accreditation at the national level to all the Conformity Assessment Bodies: testing and calibration laboratories; product certification bodies, quality management or environmental management systems, as well as the certification of people; bodies that perform inspection or similar checks and controls and other bodies or entities that require accreditation or competence assessment in services, according to systems that are recognized internationally. 
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
