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CHAIRMAN'S CONCLUSIONS 

V FORUM ON CONFIDENCE- AND SECURITY-BUILDING MEASURES

Confidence- and security-building measures (CSBMs) developed and implemented within the inter-American system have helped enhance security and foster cooperation and trust among the states of the Hemisphere.

The Organization of American States (OAS) should continue to consolidate the progress achieved to date by fully implementing them and identifying new measures to address the pressing threats and challenges the states of the Hemisphere face.

The discussions held during the Fifth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures highlighted the following issues:

· The importance of reporting annually on implementation of CSBMs established in the Declarations of San Salvador and Santiago on CSBMs, the Consensus of Miami, OAS resolutions and other relevant international instruments, using the Consolidated List of Confidence- and Security-Building Measures, document CP/CSH-1043/08 rev. 1).

· The adoption of the “Criteria, Guidelines, and Required Profile for Selection of Experts on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures” suggested by the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH/FORO-V/doc.5/13).
· The importance of universalization and full implementation of the Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisitions and full participation in the United Nations Register of Conventional Arms and the United Nations Standardized Reporting of Military Expenditures.

· The recognition of the continued complementary value of bilateral and sub-regional experiences relating to CSBMs. In addition, the exchange of information and experience with the United Nations and other regional international organizations engaged in confidence- and security-building measures. 

· The need to facilitate electronic submission of information through the development of an electronic template for online annual reporting of CSBMs undertaken by member states using the consolidated list of measures. 

· The need to continue improving access to OAS websites and those of its entities devoted to confidence- and security-building measures and updating the catalogue of member states reports on confidence security building measures to include the years 1992 to 1995. 

· The advisability of incorporating measure 37, entitled "Additional Measures," into the Consolidated List of Confidence-and Security (CSBMs) in order to include therein those activities that countries may wish to report but which are not described among 36 measures currently in effect. 

The Forum recommends that these conclusions be submitted to the XI Conference of Defense Ministers of the Americas, to be held in Peru in 2014, as a contribution to its work.
Finally, the Chair recommends that the CSH convene the Sixth Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures for 2015, to review and evaluate existing CSBMs and to discuss, consider, and propose new CSBMs.
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
