DRAFT DECLARATION OF ASUNCIÓN ON DEVELOPMENT IN THE AMERICAS: STRENGTHENING THE CIRCULATION OF CULTURAL GOODS AND SERVICES
(Proposals presented by the delegation of Peru on operative paragraphs 2, 3, and 4)

2. Underscore the importance of member states building compliance with the goals and targets of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development into their national policies and cooperation efforts, as it recognizes, among others, the contribution made by culture to sustainable development, in addition to fostering the appreciation of cultural diversity; creativity and innovation; a sustainable tourism that creates jobs and promotes local culture and products; as well as the protection and safeguarding the world’s cultural and natural heritage of our nations. 
3. Reaffirm the importance of implementing effective measures, strengthening communication channels, and standardizing methodologies and procedures to control, prohibit, and prevent the illicit import, export and transfer of ownership of cultural property, and of fostering the restitution and repatriation return of cultural property unlawfully removed from the national territory of the member states. 
4. Declare the importance of implementing public policies that encourage the use of, research on, and development and innovation of new technologies, given the part they play in creativity and in the circulation and consumption of cultural goods and services. 
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
