COMMUNIQUÉ BY THE MEMBER COUNTRIES OF THE REGIONAL COALITION 

AGAINST TRAFFICKING IN PERSONS AND MIGRANT SMUGGLING 



We, the governments of Belize, Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, and the Dominican Republic, active members of the Regional Coalition Against Trafficking and Migrant Smuggling, within the framework of the Fourth Meeting of National Authorities on Trafficking in Persons, hereby call upon the member states of the Organization of American States (OAS) to move beyond exhortations in the quest to promote regional cooperation mechanisms, towards recognizing and strengthening those currently in operation in the Western Hemisphere and which are yielding positive results and making tangible contributions to the definition, adoption, and promotion of minimum standards, policies, and regional processes to combat and prevent these crimes and improve care for victims.  As member states facing multiple challenges, we anticipate the OAS’ commitment and cooperation in this great regional endeavor.
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
