Excellency:

I am pleased to write you to notify you of the intention of the Government of Colombia to nominate Dr. Enrique Gil Botero for membership on the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, for the 2016-2019 period, in elections that will be held during the XLV regular session of the General Assembly of the Organization of American States (OAS), scheduled for June 7-9, 2015 in Haiti.

Dr. Gil Botero is a lawyer with the University of Antioquia in Colombia, and an administrative law specialist with Universidad Pontificia Boliviana. He currently serves as a State Councilor and was the Council Chair from 2008-2009. He also served as an arbitrator with the Medellin Chamber of Commerce (2006), a trial lawyer in the administrative justice system (1984-2006), and an associate judge with the Antioquia Administrative Justice Court (1988-1998).

Worthy of note is Dr. Gil Botero's deep commitment and the work he has been doing in the area of comprehensive reparation and application of restorative justice measures—work that has been reflected in the rulings he has drafted.
