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New Proposals for Preamble 

NOTING the significant progress made in identifying and applying confidence- and security-building measures since the adoption of the Declarations of Santiago and San Salvador and Consensus of Miami, which has helped to reduce factors that generate distrust and has contributed to the promotion of transparency and mutual confidence.

RECOGNIZING the significant progress that has been achieved in the hemisphere by the adoption, ratification, entry into force, and implementation of the various international legal mechanisms, including: the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA), Inter-American Convention on Transparency in Conventional Arms Acquisitions, and the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime and its Protocols. 

NOTING WITH SATISFACTION that the Meetings of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA), Meeting of Public Security Ministers in the Americas (MISPA), the Conferences of Ministers of Defense of the Americas, the Inter-American Committee Against Terrorism (CICTE) and the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD) are important mechanisms that contribute to strengthening confidence, transparency, and an exchange of viewpoints on defense and security issues.
