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The Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela to the Organization of American States (OAS) presents its compliments to the Chair of the Working Group to Consider the Draft “Declaration of Lima: Peace, Security, and Cooperation in the Americas,” and has the honor to reaffirm that, in the interest of consensus and flexibility, we are withdrawing preambular paragraph 4bis from said document. This position is supported as well by the delegations of Bolivia and Nicaragua.
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This decision comes in light of the fact that the proposal made by the Chair to include preambular paragraph 5 of the Inter-American Democratic Charter is an alternative that enjoys a great degree of consensus.
