Chair’s proposal for PP 7

REAFFIRMING the rights enshrined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, in the American Declaration of the Rights and Duties of Man, in the American Convention on Human Rights, and in the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights;

Chair’s proposal for PP 8

TAKING NOTE of the Report on Citizen Security and Human Rights, prepared by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights and presented by it in December 2009. 

(The delegation of Argentina reserves the option of formulating an alternative proposal linking the additional concepts contained in the original PP 8)

Chair’s proposal for replacing PPs 9, 9ter, 13bis, and 16

CONCERNED that transnational organized crime, illicit arms trafficking, trafficking in persons, illicit trafficking in migrants, the global drugs problem, money laundering, corruption, terrorism, abductions, criminal gangs, and crimes involving the use of technology, including cybercrime, have a negative impact on the social, economic, and political development of our societies.

Chair’s proposal for PP 9bis

RECOGNIZING their societies’ concern at the current public security situation.

(The best location for including the concept of “harmonious social coexistence” will be identified)

Chair’s proposal for PP 10

CONSIDERING the importance of adopting policies, programs, and actions to prevent and counteract crime, violence, and insecurity, including measures for the protection of vulnerable groups.

Chair’s proposal for PP 14

RECOGNIZING the need to promote and strengthen long-term state policies for public security that are comprehensive and fully respect human rights

Chair’s proposal for the declaratory paragraph on the Plan of Action

Its willingness to encourage and instruct the Permanent Council to prepare, in consultation and coordination with the authorities of the Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security in the Americas (MISPA) and of the Meetings of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA), a Plan of Action that, inter alia, organizes and structures cooperation among the OAS member states and between them and the OAS General Secretariat, and establishes its scope of application along lines of action including the following:

1. Pillars of the MISPA process

a. Management of public security 

b. Prevention of crime, violence, and insecurity

c. Police management 

d. Citizen and community participation

e. International cooperation 

2. Mechanisms and Working Groups of the REMJA process

a. Mutual legal assistance in criminal matters and extradition

b. Legal and judicial cooperation

c. Cybercrime

d. Assistance and protection for victims and witnesses

e. Prison and correctional policies 

f. Forensic investigation

g. Crime of trafficking in human lives

h. Family and children’s law

[This proposal for the declaratory paragraph assumes:
· The deletion of the paragraphs currently contained in the Commitment Section (1 to 10bis), except for the one dealing with the procurement of funding by the Secretary General.

· The delegation of Brazil reserves the option of presenting an alternative wording for commitment paragraph 10, on strengthening ties between the security and development areas of the OAS.]

Preambular 2 bis 

CONSIDERING that, according to the OAS Charter, inter-American cooperation for integral development is the common and joint responsibility of the member states, within the framework of the democratic principles and the institutions of the inter-​American system and should include the economic, social, educational, cultural, scientific, and technological fields, support the achievement of national objectives of the member states, and respect the priorities established by each country in its development plans, without political ties or conditions. (Article 31 of the OAS Charter)

Preambular 2 ter
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CONSIDERING ALSO that, in the OAS Charter, the member states agreed that equality of opportunity, the elimination of extreme poverty, equitable distribution of wealth and income, and the full participation of their peoples in decisions relating to their own development are, among others, basic objectives of integral development. (Article 34 of the OAS Charter)

Preambular 11 quin 

“RECOGNIZING the importance of providing opportunities and access to education, training, culture, sports, and recreation to youths in vulnerable circumstance”. 

 
Preambular 11 sex (to replace preambular 17)

 
CONSIDERING the need for preventive measures with respect to the structural factors underlying crime and violence, with emphasis on the importance of social, economic, political, and cultural development, social inclusion, and the reduction of inequalities.  

Preambular 11 sep

Considering the importance of international cooperation for improving economic and social conditions and thereby strengthening public security. (MISPA I)

 Preambular 16 and 16 bis (to replace 9, 9 ter, 13 bis, and 16)

“RECOGNIZING that violence and crime impair the social, economic, and political development of our societies” (MISPA I)

 
CONCERNED because, in addition to interpersonal violence and common crimes, many countries in the region are confronted with some of the following criminal activities:  transnational organized crime, illegal trafficking of drugs, trafficking in persons, the smuggling of migrants, the global drug problem, money laundering, corruption, terrorism, kidnapping, criminal gangs and cybercrimes.(MISPA I)
