Joe Freamo joined the Canadian federal government in 1998 and has worked in various positions, all involving “audit” from various perspectives. In his current position as Chief Audit Executive, reporting directly to the Deputy Minister of Natural Resources Canada, he is responsible for advising and supporting senior management and the Departmental Audit Committee on all internal and external audit matters affecting the Department. His career in both the private and government sectors has given him a wide breadth and depth of relevant experience, and serves as a well rounded background for his responsibilities.

He graduated with a Bachelor’s degree in Commerce (B.Comm) from Carleton University in Ottawa. He began his career with an international accounting firm and became a Charted Accountant (CA) in 1979.
