CONVOCATION OF THE TWENTY-FIRST INTER-AMERICAN CONGRESS

OF MINISTERS AND HIGH-LEVEL AUTHORITIES OF TOURISM
(Approved at the XXIV Regular Meeting held on February 26, 2013)


THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,
HAVING SEEN resolution AG/RES. 2743 (XLII-O/12) “Report of the XIX Inter-American Travel Congress and Holding of the Twentieth Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism;” and the Quito Consensus on Conscientious Tourism in the Americas (CIDI/TUR-XX/doc.5/12 rev. 1),
CONSIDERING:
That international and regional cooperation is a vital pillar of sustainable tourism development;
That strengthening partnerships and dialogue between the public and private sectors contributes directly to effective growth and sustainability of tourism;
That sustainable management in the tourism sector generates significant economic and social benefits by improving individual and collective quality of life;
That it is important to urgently reduce the vulnerability of the tourism sector in the member states to natural hazards by creating policies and strategies to identify potential areas of risk to natural disasters, and contribute to strengthening mutual assistance, technical cooperation, land use planning, and improved building codes in the tourism sector;


CONSIDERING ALSO that it is incumbent on the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), in the framework of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009, to foster dialogue to promote sustainable development of tourism as one of its priority areas;
HAVING SEEN the note from the Permanent Mission of Honduras formalizing the offer made by the Secretariat for Tourism of Honduras to serve as host of the XXI Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism (CIDI/INF.9/12); and
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,”
RESOLVES:
1. To thank the Government of Honduras for its offer to host the XXI Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism and to convene it for September 5 to 6, 2013 in San Pedro Sula, Honduras.
2. To urge ministers and high authorities of tourism of the member states to participate in the XXI Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism.
3. To establish that the funds provided for under Chapter 8, Subprogram 82H of the 2013 program-budget of the Organization be allocated, up to US$29,158.00, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11).

4. To instruct the General Secretariat to lend its support, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to preparation and organization of the XXI Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism, and to keep the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) abreast of developments during preparations and to report as well on the outcome.
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
