· Preliminary Draft Agenda:  Inter-American Education Agenda/Lines of Action and Subtopics:  Although no mention is made to possible lines of action under this item, we suggest including literacy, taking into account the need to address the high rates of illiteracy in the region and inter-American efforts to eradicate it – OAS Charter, Article 34. h); Article 19, Social Charter of the Americas; AG/RES. 2308 (XXXVII-O/07), AG/RES. 2387 (XXXVIII-O/08), AG/RES. 2467 (XXXIX-O/09), and AG/RES. 2569 (XL-O/10) – on "Eradicating Illiteracy and Fighting Diseases that Affect Integral Development;" and the "Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009," among others.

· Draft Annotated Agenda The collaborative approach of the Inter-American Education Agenda: We recommend that the consultations include academia and other subregional and regional stakeholders, such as ALBA-TCP, CELAC, and UNASUR, which have initiatives to promote equitable access to education. Participation by these bodies is provided for in resolution AG/RES. 2814 (XLIV-O/14) Strategic Vision of the OAS.
