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PROPOSED TEXTS FOR THE SECTION ENTITLED 
“INTER-AMERICAN CONFERENCE OF MINISTERS OF LABOR (IACML)” IN THE DRAFT OMNIBUS RESOLUTION TO BE RECOMMENDED TO CIDI, FOR SUBMISSION TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR CONSIDERATION AT ITS FORTY-SIXTH REGULAR SESSION

HAVING SEEN the Declaration of Cancún 2015: Achieving Decent Work with Social Inclusion and Sustainable Development in the Americas (CIDI/TRABAJO/DEC. 1/15) and its corresponding Plan of Action of Cancún 2015 (CIDI/TRABAJO/doc.22/15 rev. 10),
RESOLVES: 
1. To thank the Government of Mexico for its hospitality and its contributions to the outcomes of the Nineteenth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML), held in Cancún, from December 3-4, 2015; and to endorse the Declaration of Cancun 2015: Achieving Decent Work with Social Inclusion and Sustainable Development in the Americas (CIDI/TRABAJO/DEC. 1/15) and the Plan of Action of Cancún 2015 (CIDI/TRABAJO/doc.22/15 rev. 1), documents which advanced hemispheric consensus around building integrated public policies on education and labor to generate decent work and effectively link labor with equity and inclusion in the workforce to the promotion of business and quality jobs; and consensus on labor migration, progress in protecting the rights of migrant workers, and hemispheric cooperation to strengthen labor ministries. To highlight the study entitled “Analysis of Bilateral and Multilateral Social Security Agreements on Pensions,” which gives an up-to-date overview of these agreements and how they operate, as well as elements on the safeguarding of migrant workers’ right to a pension, and is the product of a mandate from the IACML; and the ongoing dialogue with officers of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE).
2. To recognize the 10th anniversary of the Inter-American Network for Labor Administration (RIAL), created by the IACML itself to complement policy dialogue with cooperation activities, and to commend its excellent, concrete results in building human and institutional capacity and deepening cooperation among ministries of labor in the region. To instruct the Technical Secretariat to continue coordinating this Network and, mindful of the need for it to be financially sustainable, to invite the labor ministries and other donors to contribute to the RIAL Voluntary Contributions Fund.
3. To accept with gratitude the offer by the Government of Barbados to host the Twentieth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML) in the second half of 2017. 
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
