PROPOSED TEXTS FOR THE SECTION ENTITLED 
“PROMOTING CLEAN AND RENEWABLE ENERGY IN THE AMERICAS” IN THE DRAFT OMNIBUS RESOLUTION TO BE RECOMMENDED TO CIDI, FOR SUBMISSION TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR CONSIDERATION AT ITS FORTY-SIXTH REGULAR SESSION

Promoting clean and renewable energy in the Americas
RECALLING the Second Ministerial for Energy Climate Partnership of America held on May 25-26, 2015 in Merida, Yucatan-Mexico. Since its inception in 2009, the Energy and Climate Partnership of the Americas (ECPA) has worked on diverse projects to increase energy security, promote low-carbon growth and foster regional integration to realize social and sustainable development for the Americas. Several initiatives have been implemented around ECPA’s seven fundamental pillars, advancing this voluntary and flexible intraregional cooperation mechanism, gaining substantial recognition across the Western hemisphere. The ministerial provided a unique opportunity to further CIDI and ECPA’s missions, since both initiatives seek to encourage the development of clean energy policies and technologies amongst members states; and

RECOGNIZING that energy is fundamental to achieving sustainable development objectives and that therefore the combination and complementarity of use of all types of energy sources, including biofuels and a cleaner use of fossil fuels, contributes to the attainment of those objectives, and underscoring the need to promote the development and use of clean and renewable energy through research, development, and the transfer of environmentally sound technology, and international partnerships and/or agreements,
RESOLVES:

1. To instruct the General Secretariat to continue to promote regional dialogue amongst countries and between the public and private sectors toward developing reliable, cleaner, more affordable, and renewable and sustainable energy systems that facilitate access to energy and energy-efficiency technologies and practices.  The General Secretariat should encourage the development of partnerships that promote greater donor coordination as well as access to information and knowledge sharing in order to more effectively pursue renewable, clean, and more energy efficient regional strategies. 
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
