PROPOSED TEXTS FOR THE SECTION TITLED 
“INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON PORTS (CIP)” 
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AT ITS FORTY-SIXTH REGULAR SESSION

HAVING SEEN the Declaration of Cartagena [CIDI/CIP/DEC. 1 (VIII-O/13)] and the Action Plan of Cartagena 2014-2015 [CIDI/CIP/PA.1/13 (VIII-O/13)], endorsed by the General Assembly in resolution AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14) “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development”; 


HAVING SEEN ALSO resolution CIDI/CIP/RES. 1 (IX-O/14), “Agreements of the Ninth Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports on the Election of the Authorities of Its Executive Committee and on the Guidelines to Extend Its Work until 2016”; and 

RECOGNIZING:

That among the predominant challenges facing the inter-American port sector in a global economy are to boost innovation, productivity, and competitiveness in a sustained manner along the entire length of the logistics chain and to promote maritime and port management in an environmentally sustainable and safe way;

That there remains a need to strengthen fluid, high-level dialogue, promotion of competitiveness in the sector, public management capacity in decision-making that adopts a holistic perspective, high-level technical capacities in port management and operations, and, in general, all those activities that seek to modernize the ports system in each of the priority areas of the CIP; and
That to accomplish those objectives it is necessary to integrate private and not-for-profit entities into the Committee in order to enrich inter-American port dialogue, establish synergies, promote training and mobilization of resources, and broaden opportunities for cooperation,
RESOLVES:

1. To accept with satisfaction the offer of the Government of Uruguay to host the Tenth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP), which will be held in Montevideo, Uruguay, from July 27 to 29, 2016, with the theme “Partnership with the Private Sector for Port Development,” and urge the highest port authorities of the OAS member states to take part in that meeting and promote the active participation of associate members of the CIP, permanent observers, international agencies, private-sector enterprises, experts, and special guests.
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
