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PROPOSED TEXTS FOR THE SECTION ENTITLED
“INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS OF EDUCATION” IN THE DRAFT OMNIBUS RESOLUTION TO BE RECOMMENDED TO CIDI, FOR SUBMISSION TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR CONSIDERATION AT ITS FORTY-SIXTH REGULAR SESSION 

(Presented by the delegations of Panama and the Commonwealth of The Bahamas)
Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education: 
CONSIDERING that the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education took place in Panama on February 4 and 5, 2015 and adopted resolution CIDI/RME/RES. 1/15, in which the ministries of education of the OAS member states committed to building an Inter-American Education Agenda;
TAKING INTO CONSIDERATION ALSO the work plan documents CIE/GT/EC-1/15 rev. 1, CIE/GT/PD-1/15 rev. 1, and CIE/GT/PI-1/15 rev. 1, dated April 21, 2015; document CIDI/CIE/doc.1/16, on the Process of Building the Inter-American Education Agenda for February 2015 - February 2017; the Declaration of Cancun of 2015: Achieving Decent Work with Social Inclusion and Sustainable Development in the Americas (CIDI/TRABAJO/DEC. 1/15); the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the Incheon Declaration,
RECOGNIZING that the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) is a valuable forum to coordinate efforts to secure that quality, inclusive and equitable education is accessible to all, as well as a forum to create an innovative and flexible model for dialogue and cooperation in education and that member States continue supporting the construction of the Inter-American Education Agenda.
RESOLVES:
1. To thank the Government of Panama and the Minister of Education for her work as Chair of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) from October 2014 to April 2016, for their hospitality and support in bringing about the VIII Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education and spur the building of the Inter-American Education Agenda and to initiate the vital work of intersectoral coordination between ministries of labor and ministries of education; for her valuable contribution to the development and implementation of the Virtual Platform for Educational Cooperation in the Americas and to the first day seminar to reflect on the building of the Inter-American Education Agenda among the countries heading the working groups established to carry out that hemispheric task; and for her steadfast efforts to forge hemispheric consensus regarding the construction of integrated education and labor policies.
2. To publicize the principal outcome of this VIII Meeting, which was to establish the next steps toward the IX Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education and thank the member states for their support of the working groups during the building of the Inter-American Education Agenda, by responding extensively and constructively to the survey regarding the working papers for the VII Regular Meeting of the CIE, held in Washington, D.C., on April 28 and 29, 2016.

To congratulate and thank the Government of The Commonwealth of The Bahamas and the Minister of Education, Science, and Technology of The Bahamas for taking on the chairmanship of the CIE and for having expressed his full support for, and commitment to, the ongoing efforts to build the Inter-American Educational Agenda; and to thank his government for having offered to host the IX Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education on February 9 and 10, 2017.
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
