The Chair of the Committee on Partnership-for-Development Policies (CPD) wishes to make the following suggestion regarding a methodology for negotiating resolutions to be submitted by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) for consideration by the General Assembly at its forty-sixth regular session, to be held in the Dominican Republic.
TYPES OF DRAFT RESOLUTIONS:
Work will be done on a draft omnibus resolution, constructed based on the merging and updating resolutions AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14) (“Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development”) and AG/RES. 2817 (XLIV-O/14) (“Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development:  Policy Dialogue and Partnership for Development Cooperation”).  There will also be any individual resolutions by their subject matter that the states decide to submit separately.
Following the practice of earlier years, the draft omnibus resolution will be constructed with the texts agreed in the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies, the Committee on Migration Issues, and the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, and consultations would be effected with the Chairs of these two bodies to ascertain whether their topics would be incorporated in the omnibus resolution or an individual resolution.  Consultations would also be effected with the Chair of CIDI in the event there is any topic arising from the regular meetings that would be forwarded to the Committee for the preparation and negotiation of texts for the draft resolutions

	V.  REPORTING AND FOLLOW-UP


It should be noted that in section IV, “Capacity Building,” the delegations would have to decide what additional matters they wish to emphasize.  In 2014, the chapter included the following subtitles:

i. Investing in the development of individual and institutional capacities
ii. Migration and development
iii. Inter-American Program on Education in Democratic Values and Practices
iv. Strengthening of Micro, Small, and Medium-Sized Enterprises, as well as cooperatives and other production units
v. Inter-American Competitiveness Network (RIAC)
vi. Promotion of Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) in the Hemisphere 

vii. Promotion of integrated water resources management in the Americas 

viii. Promotion of clean and renewable energy sources in the Americas 

To have texts ready to begin consultations and negotiation of this draft resolution, the Chair of the WG on Strengthen CIDI and its organs offered to prepare the remaining text thereof on the topics of this WG.
Consideration was also given to the inclusion of an operative paragraph requesting the Secretariat to prepare a periodic report on the status of compliance and activities carried out in each of the mandates included in document CIDI/doc.87/14.
a. INDIVIDUAL RESOLUTIONS:  These resolutions would be negotiated based on the proposals presented by the member states. In that regard, it should be noted that in the past, the delegations have made an effort to leave in individual resolutions new topics or those considered to have political relevance.

In 2016, it is necessary to update resolution AG/RES. 2636 (XLI-O/11, (“Continuing Participation in the Inter-American Council for Integral Development by Member States That Have Not Ratified the Protocol of Managua”), in which it is resolved “To request CIDI to report to the General Assembly at its forty-sixth regular session on the implementation of this resolution”.  It will be necessary to decide whether this topic should be included in the omnibus resolution or in an individual resolution.
1. REPORTS:  The Secretariat will deliver a progress report on fulfillment of mandates given by the General Assembly in 2014 and 2015.  Also, officials that do the follow up on the various issues will be present at the formal meetings that discuss them so as to answer any specific questions that may arise.

2. DEADLINE FOR SUBMITTING PROPOSALS.
THE FOLLOWING DEADLINES ARE PROPOSED:

· Thursday, March 3: Deadline for announcing the topics that will be incorporated in both the draft omnibus resolution and in individual resolutions.
· Monday, March 11: Deadline for submission of texts.
METHODOLOGY:
1. Open meetings at the time indicated in the corresponding invitation.  If a quorum does not exist, deliberations will begin on an informal basis.

2. Draft resolutions to be presented for the first time at a formal meeting will be open for general comments by the other delegations and paragraph-by-paragraph consideration will only begin at the next meeting. If a draft resolution fails to garner consensus at the level of the Committee, the latter will refer it to CIDI as an open draft resolution.

3. Limit the time allotted for consideration of each resolution in order to give equal time to each one (for example, 30 minutes per resolution at each meeting).  The number of resolutions considered will depend on how punctually the meeting begins. 
4. Use informal consultations to make headway with the negotiations. The Secretariat will assist with invitations to these consultations so as to ensure that all member states are notified thereof beforehand and that all interested states can attend.  Where appropriate, a member state will be asked to coordinate informal consultations.  

5. Request the Secretariat to distribute the most recently negotiated version of the draft resolutions as soon as possible after the conclusion of the meeting.  The Secretariat will also keep the CIDI website updated with the latest versions of the draft resolutions, including all necessary working documents of all CIDI bodies. (www.oas.org/en/cidi).

3. GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR DRAFT RESOLUTIONS:

It is suggested that, as agreed upon by the Committee on Policies in 2012, 2013, 2014, and 2015 (CEPCIDI/SCSD/doc.496/12, CIDI/CPD/doc.6/13 rev. 2, and CIDI/CPD/doc.49/14 rev. 1), the delegations make an effort to abide by the following recommendations, taking into consideration the peculiarities of each draft resolution, on a case-by-case basis:
· That, when submitting draft resolutions, delegations should identify thematic affinities, similarities, and complementarities with other draft resolutions to facilitate grouping topics together or merging texts;

· That draft resolutions on areas of development in which CIDI has competence will be presented in the framework of CIDI. Other draft resolutions on issues not related to CIDI should be presented to the competent bodies of the Permanent Council. Although CIDI endeavors to apprise the General Assembly Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of draft resolutions submitted in the framework of CIDI, delegations are asked to request said Committee to include the topic.

· That delegations consider submitting draft resolutions on the same subject every two or three years or when there is solid progress in terms of the degree of implementation of the mandates on the issue they address and new guidelines or mandates for the Secretariat become necessary. To ensure that a resolution with a two- or three-year term is properly fulfilled, it is recommended that an operative paragraph be included in the resolution, to mandate periodic reporting to CIDI so that said body can determine whether a new resolution on the matter is advisable;

· That the delegations consider incorporating their proposals under “omnibus resolutions” for those issues for which there has been no change in treatment in relation to the previous year;

· That the delegations consider presenting texts that are as concise as possible, avoiding repetition of paragraphs already included in the omnibus resolution;
· That the delegations include in the draft resolutions clauses indicating a specific timeframe for effectiveness of the text and the activities established therein;

· That mandates be drafted in accordance with the parameters agreed by CIDI (CIDI/doc.42/13 Español - English- Français - Português) and the agreements reached included in the report of the Chair of the ad hoc CIDI Working Group to review mandates on integral development (CIDI/doc.83/14 rev. 1 - Español - English - Français - Português), as well as the established criterion that defines three types of mandates:
· TYPE A MANDATES:
Policies or general policy guidelines on the issue in question.

· TYPE B MANDATES: 
Specific measures and activities that support the implementation of type A mandates.

· TYPE C MANDATES: 
Operational mandates of an administrative or financial nature.

This will facilitate the work of classifying the mandates agreed by the General Assembly and immediately updating the database of mandates in the integral development area.
· Pursuant to the agreement reached by the Permanent Council (CP/doc.4556/11) and adopted by CEPCIDI in 2011, (i) footnotes referring to any parts of a draft resolution shall be limited to a maximum of two lines. For footnotes that exceed that length, the first two lines will begin on the corresponding page and the remainder of the note will continue at the end of the text of the draft resolution; and (ii) no documents should be included in draft resolutions, except if they are documents to be adopted or approved by the General Assembly such as conventions, charters, statutes and the like. Any references to documents in the text of draft resolutions should be made using the appropriate title and classification and other identifying information such as name, place, and date of meeting at which the document was considered.

· With respect to the wording of draft resoutions, consideration should also be given to the parameters and procedures established by the Permanent Council in document CP/RES. 965 (1733/09) “Templates to be Used by the Permanent Council for Resolutions to be Referred to the General Assembly for Consideration.” For the costing of draft resolutions, the parameters and procedures established by the Permanent Council in resolution CP/RES. 983 (1797/11), “Amendment of Resolution CP/RES. 965 (1733/09) on the Costing of Process for Resolutions to be Referred to the General Assembly for Consideration,” will be followed.
