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REPORT ON THE MATTERS THAT THE COMMITTEE ON PARTNERSHIP FOR DEVELOPMENT POLICIES RECOMMENDS THAT CIDI REFER TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR THE CONTINUITY OF THE WORK OF THE GS/OAS IN THE AREA OF DEVELOPMENT 

(Presented by the Chair of the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies)

Further to the decisions adopted by the Permanent Council at its meeting of April 29, 2015, and the note that its Chair, Ambassador Neil Parsan, Permanent Representative of Trinidad and Tobago, sent to Ambassador Niermala Badrising, Permanent Representative of Suriname and Chair of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), regarding the draft resolutions to be adopted by the General Assembly at its forty-fifth regular session, CIDI, through its Committee on Partnership for Development Policies, examined the matters needed for the continuity of the work of the Organization of American States (OAS) in the area of development.

Since the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly (GA) is taking place at a time of transition in the Organization and that work is currently underway to define the most effective mechanisms for referring the mandates necessary for the continuity of the OAS’s work to the GA, the Policy Committee agreed to recommend that CIDI, in the report that it is to present to the Permanent Council, include a list of the matters needed to ensure the continuity of that work, along with a draft resolution titled “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives  on Integral Development” for referral to the General Assembly, if necessary. The Committee determined that this would enable progress to be made in making clear the agreements on the essential topics in the area of development at this regular session, and that it would give CIDI and the PC the flexibility necessary for defining the course of action. 

Pursuant to the above, the following section indicates the matters that the Policy Committee recommends that CIDI should refer, through the Permanent Council, to the General Assembly for consideration. It should be noted that if the topics are to be included in a single draft resolution, to be drawn up by the Permanent Council, the delegations underscored the importance of uniformity on the following matters:

· the reaffirmation of the existing mandates (item 4); 

· the scheduled meetings (item 5), and
· the clause stating that the activities identified in the resolution shall be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources (item 6).
In this context, the Permanent Council might have to adapt the proposed language on the matters addressed.
