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I INTRODUCTION

Through resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly established the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) as a permanent committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) of the Organization of American States (OAS).  Its mandate is to function as the principal forum in the Organization charged with migration issues.
The General Assembly also resolved that the CAM will operate in accordance with the statutes and rules of procedure of CIDI and on the basis of the following guidelines, among others:

a.
A comprehensive, balanced, and technical approach that takes into consideration the contributions and challenges represented by migration for countries of origin, transit, destination, and/or return.

b.
The importance of dialogue, exchanges of good practices, and the implementation of international, regional, subregional, and bilateral cooperation initiatives in the migration area, to expand the contribution made by migration to the Hemisphere’s integral development.

c.
The global nature of migration processes and the peculiarities of South-South migration in its work.

d.
Actions to strengthen the contributions of migrants by dignifying their image.

e.
The inclusion of a gender perspective in its work.

f.
It will take into consideration the work carried out by the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CEAM) and the programs carried out by the Migration and Development Program (MIDE).

g.
The CAM shall be a forum for exchanges of experiences and lessons learned in the member states on the effective management of migration flows and for the identification of areas for possible cooperation.
Accordingly, the Chair has identified the following goals and activities for the 2012-2013 period:

Goals: 

a) Begin consolidating the CAM within the framework of CIDI, to further its development.

b) Get the member states actively engaged in the CAM’s activities; to that end, an effort will be made to introduce other meeting formats, while reducing the number of thematic sessions.

c) Increase the member states’ understanding of the work the Organization conducts on migration issues.

d) Strengthen the nexus of CIDI activities in the area of migration.

e) Better coordinate the CAM’s work with that of other organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS, given the cross-cutting nature of the topic. The connection with the work of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Inter-American Commission of Women is of particular importance.

f) Link the CAM’s activities with the activities of other regional and subregional organizations. 
g) Complete the diagnosis of the “Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families.”

Activities:

a. Hold two briefings for the CIDI delegates, to apprise them of the work that the OAS does in the migration area, to set that work in its context and to identify pending challenges.  

b. Incorporate the Committee on Migrations Issues into CIDI’s governing instruments (Statute and Rules of Procedure).  For these topics, the Committee should coordinate with the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI, given the fact that under resolution AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12) “Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development,” CIDI is instructed to amend its Statutes, its Rules of Procedure, and the rules of procedure of its organs, in order to take into account the elimination of CEPCIDI.  

c. Undertake a review of the “Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families,” with a view to presenting the corresponding diagnostic and/or progress report to the General Assembly.

d. Conduct a training course on a migration-related issue that the member states have identified as a priority.  The course will be offered in classroom format that the representatives of the member states and staff of the OAS Secretariat may attend in person; it will also be broadcast via webcast to enable effective remote participation by officials in the capital cities and others.

e. Hold meetings with, inter alia, the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Inter-American Commission of Women, to establish a link between the CAM’s work and that of other organs of the Organization, given the cross-cutting nature of the topic. 

f. Seek partnerships with subregional organizations active in the area of migration, when appropriate.

g. Consider recommending to CIDI a draft resolution on the issue of migration, for referral to the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly for consideration.

II INSTALLATION OF THE COMMITTEE AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS

The CAM was installed at the CIDI meeting held on July 24, 2012.  At CIDI’s XX Regular Meeting, held on October 15, 2012, Ms. Carla Serazzi, Alternate Representative of Chile to the OAS, was elected to chair the CAM.  The election of the Vice Chair was left for another meeting of the Committee. During the third meeting of the Committee, held on January 14, 2013, Mrs. Ana Paola Riveros, Alternate Representative of Mexico at the OAS, was elected Vice Chair of the CAM.
III MANDATES

Based on the resolution in question and the findings of the CIDI Ad Hoc Working Group to Review Integral Development Mandates, agreed during the XXII regular CIDI meeting on November 29, 2012 (CIDI/doc.20/12 “Current and Procedural Mandates Identified in the Area of Integral Development (2007-2012) and CIDI/doc.19/12 “Report of the CIDI Ad Hoc Working Group to Review Integral Development Mandates”), the migration-related mandates that the CAM must address appear in Annex No. 2. 

IV ORGANIZATION OF THE CAM’S BUSINESS
To accomplish the aforementioned mandates, the Committee will hold the nine formal meetings scheduled in the calendar of activities attached as Annex No. 1, as well as any informal meetings deemed necessary to consolidate the Committee’s establishment and lay the groundwork for its future business.

This document will serve as the framework for the Committee’s 2012-2013 activities and may be changed as and if so required.

MANDATES IN THE AREA OF MIGRATION INDENTIFIED BY THE AD HOC CIDI WORKING GROUP TO REVIEW MANDATES IN INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT 
(Included in document CIDI/doc.20/2012)
Resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12): 

•
The CAM shall operate in accordance with the statutes and rules of procedure of CIDI and on the basis of the following guidelines, among others: (a) a comprehensive, balanced, and technical approach that takes into consideration the contributions and challenges represented by migration for countries of origin, transit, destination, and/or return; (b) the importance of dialogue, exchanges of good practices, and the implementation of international, regional, subregional, and bilateral cooperation initiatives in the migration area, to expand the contribution made by migration to the Hemisphere’s integral development; (c) the global nature of migration processes and the peculiarities of South-South migration in its work; (d) actions to strengthen the contributions of migrants by dignifying their image; (e) the inclusion of a gender perspective in its work; (f) it will take into consideration the work carried out by the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CEAM) and the programs carried out by the Migration and Development Program (MIDE), and (g) the CAM shall be a forum for exchanges of experiences and lessons learned in the member states on the effective management of migration flows and for the identification of areas for possible cooperation.
•
Instruct the CAM to review, implement, and monitor the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and their Families, with a view to optimizing its objectives. The CAM shall submit a report on the results obtained to the General Assembly. 

•
Urge the member states, permanent observers, and regional, international, and civil society organizations to consider making voluntary contributions to the work of the CAM. 

•
Instruct the Secretary General to reallocate the resources assigned to the CEAM in the year 2012 to the CAM for its functions, and to consider the financial resources necessary for its operations within the Organization’s proposed program-budget for 2013. 

Resolution AG/RES. 2729 (XLII-O/12):

•
Instruct the Secretary General to update the Work Plan of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families (CP/CAJP-2456/07) in order to ensure that the distribution of activities is consistent with the new structure of the Organization, and to present the updated Program to the body that the General Assembly designates for that purpose. 

•
Request the organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS to report to the body that the General Assembly designates for that purpose, in the first quarter of 2013, on the implementation of the activities assigned by the Inter-American Program, by means of a comparative table indicating assigned tasks, progress made, and deadlines for completing pending tasks. 

•
Arrange for regulations to be developed to govern the fund of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families; and to request the Council of the Organization that this General Assembly designates for that purpose to consider and adopt rules of procedure for it at the proposal of the General Secretariat. 

•
Request the General Secretariat to take account of the crosscutting nature and priority of the human rights of migrants in coordinating the efforts of all relevant OAS organs, agencies, and entities. 

Resolution: AG/RES. 2669 (XLI-O/11):

•
Request the states to ensure that those efforts are complementary to those being made by the CEAM. 

Resolution AG/RES. 2608 (XL-O/10):

•
Request the Permanent Council and the General Secretariat to identify possible areas for the development of international cooperation among countries of origin, transit, and destination of migrants and for support, including financial, by international agencies or organizations. 

•
Request the General Secretariat to continue to seek ways to link its efforts and share information in the area of migration with the regional processes involved in migration issues, such as the Regional Conference on Migration (RCM or “Puebla Process”), the South American Conference on Migration, the Specialized Forum on Migration of MERCOSUR, the Andean Community of Nations, and other forums, and to report back to the CEAM on the progress made. 

•
Request the General Secretariat to deepen its work on the subject of the impact of the economic and financial crisis on migrant communities and on prospects in the recovery stage. 

•
Request the General Secretariat to redouble its efforts to develop a database that complements those already available on existing legal frameworks and regulations related to migration, and on the identification and mapping of the different temporary worker programs in which nationals of the member states are engaged, and to report to the CEAM on progress in this regard. 

Resolution AG/RES. 2289 (XXXVII-O/07):

•
Instruct the Permanent Council to constitute a specific fund composed of voluntary contributions, called the “Fund for the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families,” to contribute to funding of the activities assigned to the organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS in support of this Program; and to urge member states, permanent observers, regional organizations, international organizations, and civil society organizations to contribute to the Fund. 

•
Request the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) to strengthen communication and coordination with the IACHR, the IOM, the International Labour Organization (ILO), and other pertinent organizations, agencies, and entities and, in that context, to follow up in particular on IACD partnership-for-development activities under the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Development 2002–2005, related to the situation of migrant workers and members of their families. 

•
Instruct the Permanent Council to continue supporting the work of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) in this area and to take into account the efforts of other international organizations on behalf of migrant workers and their families, with a view to helping to improve their situation in the Hemisphere and, in particular and where applicable, the efforts of the Special Rapporteur on the Human Rights of Migrants of the United Nations Commission on Human Rights and those of the International Organization for Migration (IOM). 

•
Request the CAJP to convene, periodically and as appropriate, the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization with a view to facilitating free-flowing dialogue with the member states on implementation of the activities assigned to the Organization by the Inter-American Program. 


Continuous Reporting System on International Migration in the Americas (SICREMI):  

•
The CIDI Ad Hoc Working Group to Review Integral Development Mandates determined that while no General Assembly mandate underpins the SICREMI, the activities that both the member states and the Secretariat carry out in order to make this System work are important because they provide information on migration flows, migration laws, and migration-related public policies. 

•
Accordingly, the Ad Hoc Working Group decided to make an exception and include SICREMI within the framework of activities that CIDI conducts, in consideration of resolution AG/RES.2738 (XLII-O/12), which provides that “[t]he CAM shall be a forum for exchanges of experiences and lessons learned in the member states on the effective management of migration flows and for the identification of areas for possible cooperation.”
