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I. INSTALLATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICIALS OF THE cam
The Committee on Migration Issues, recently established pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12) “Strengthening the Topic of Migration in the OAS:  Establishment of the Committee on Migration Issues,” was installed during the regular meeting of CIDI held on August 27, 2013, the same date on which Ms. Paola Riveros, Alternate Representative of Mexico to the OAS, was elected Chair of the Committee; Ms. Wendy Acevedo, Alternate Representative of El Salvador to the OAS, was elected as the Vice Chair of the CAM at its first meeting on September 23, 2013.

II. ACTIVITIES OF THE CAM AND ITS WORKING GROUP

To carry out the mandates entrusted to the Committee by AG/RES. 2777 (XLIII-O/13) “Strengthening the Topic of Migration in the OAS,” approved by the OAS General Assembly on June 5, 2013, the CAM established five primary tasks to be completed during the period of this report, which were incorporated in the document CIDI/CAM/doc.8/13 Rev. 3 “Work Plan of the CAM 2013-2014”:

1. Provide the member states with elements on the close link between migration and development;

2. Identify the activities that we would like to entrust to the CAM and incorporate them in the CAM’s future agenda;

3. Present a diagnostic study of the “Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families” (Inter-American Program) based on input collected, in order to define the program’s activities; 
4. Work with the Secretariat to identify effective mechanisms for obtaining sustainable financing for the SICREMI; and
5. Approve the corresponding draft resolution. 

The CAM has carried out the following specific activities since its installation:

· In September 2013, the Chair presented the draft Work Plan of the Committee for 2013-2014; the Committee approved the Chair’s participation in the Second High Level Dialogue on International Migration and Development, and established the Working Group on the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families, which was chaired by Ms. Wendy Acevedo, Vice Chair of the CAM.  

· In October 2013, the Chair participated in the Second High Level Dialogue on International Migration and Development, whose central theme was “to identify concrete measures to strengthen coherence and cooperation at all levels with a view to increasing the benefits of international migration for the migrants and for the countries and their important links to development, and to reducing its negative impact.” The resolution adopted at that event includes, among other relevant matters, the member states’ commitment to consider the topic of migration in the design of the Post-2015 Development Agenda. The results of the Dialogue were presented to the CAM in the document “Participation in the Second High Level Dialogue on International Migration and Development” (CIDI/CAM/INF.9/13). 

· Also in October 2013, the Department of Economic and Social Development made a presentation to the CAM on the background of the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration in the Americas (SICREMI) and on possible mechanisms that Department could implement during the period of this report to achieve sustainable financing of the system in the future. In this regard, the Department reported in April 2014, in document CIDI/CAM/INF.14/14 “Actions implemented to identify effective mechanisms for the sustainable financing of SICREMI,” on the results of its efforts, among which was the obtaining of financial support from the Government of China in the amount of $45,000.00, and the sending of a letter by the Chair of the CAM to the member states requesting financial contributions to SICREMI in support of the Department’s efforts.
· In November 2013, the Department of Economic and Social Development made a presentation to the CAM on the process of setting the Post-2015 Development Agenda and the role of the migration issue in that process. The CAM also considered and approved the document CIDI/CAM/doc.10/13 Rev. 5 “Migration and Development in the Americas,” which identified elements that the member states agree show the close connection between migration, development, and human rights. 
· Moreover, although the Chair did not have a specific mandate to do so, she considered it necessary to give the Committee a clear road map for future activities that would enable it to dovetail with the other themes on the CIDI agenda. In this regard, the CAM considered and approved document CIDI/CAM/doc.11/14 Rev. 4 “Future Framework of Action for the CAM,” which defines the general lines of action that the CAM could carry out in accordance with available resources, based on the criteria and mandates contained in resolutions AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12) and AG/RES. 2777 (XLIII-O/13), and the functions specified in document CIDI/CAM/doc.2/13 Rev. 2.

The Working Group of the CAM carried out the following activities:

· In June 2013 the Department of External Relations circulated the form for the diagnosis of the Inter-American Program to civil society organizations interested in the migration theme (CIDI/CAM/doc.7/13 rev.1) in order to determine their views on that program. The results of the consultation were circulated in document CIDI/CAM/INF.7/13 and presented to the CAM on September 23, 2013, by the Department of International Affairs.

· Between September and December 2013, the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights (IIDH), the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), and the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) presented their comments on the Inter-American Program to the CAM.

· In December 2013 the diagnosis form on the Inter-American Program was circulated to the member states (CIDI/doc.76/13) in order to obtain their views on it. Input was received from the delegations of Argentina, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Honduras, Mexico, Panama, Peru, and Uruguay, which was distributed in April 2014 in document CIDI/CAM/INF.13/14. 

· In April 2014, the Vice Chair of the CAM presented the document CIDI/CAM/doc.14/14 Rev. 1 “Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families,” which analyzed the program’s current structure based on the views presented to the CAM by all pertinent stakeholders. It describes the program’s strengths and weaknesses, and includes recommendations by the officers of the CAM. This document will enable the delegations to complete the review of the Inter-American Program in the 2014-2015 period with a view to optimizing its operation. 
III. DRAFT RESOLUTION
Based on the work accomplished, on May 7, 2014, the CAM considered and approved the draft resolution “Migration and Development” presented by the delegation of Mexico in document CIDI/CAM/doc.13/14 Rev.3, which calls for updating the Inter-American Program; defines the themes on which the CAM will work in the 2014-2015 period; and requests the incorporation of the topic “migration and development” in CIDI’s Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development, taking into consideration document CIDI/CAM/doc.10/13 Rev. 5 “Migration and Development in the Americas.”
The draft resolution is attached to this report for consideration by CIDI and subsequent submission to the forty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly.

IV. ADDITIONAL CONSIDERATIONS
The Chair of the CAM wishes to express her deep concern over the lack of a quorum that the Committee has experienced in recent months, because she believes that in order to complete the CAM’s work properly it is necessary to have the commitment of all member states. Therefore, the Chair of the CAM respectfully urges the delegations to show their support for the Committee by attending its meetings. 

V. APPRECIATION
The Chair wishes to highlight and express her appreciation for the work carried out by the Committee’s Vice Chair, Ms. Wendy Acevedo, Alternate Representative of El Salvador to the OAS, for successfully completing the work of the Working Group that she chaired; to the delegations for enabling the execution of the mandates assigned to the Committee; to the representatives of international organizations who contributed to the work of the CAM Working Group; and to the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, particularly the Development Policies Section and the Department of Social Development and Employment, which served respectively as the CAM’s Secretariat and Technical Secretariat, for their invaluable support.
