In the framework of the Work Plan of the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) (CIDI/CAM/doc.1/13 rev.2), it was considered among its main goals to “Increase the Member States’ understanding of the work that the Organization carries out on migration issues” as well as to “Establish a greater link between the work of CIDI and migration issues”. In this context, one of the activities identified in this period is to conduct a training course on a migration-related issue identified as priority by Member States.

Main Topic:
“Main Opportunities and Challenges of International Migration”
Possible subtopics what will be contemplated include: International Migration Flows, Labor Migration, Mixed Migration, Participation of the Diaspora in Socioeconomic Development, among others.
Speakers:
Representatives of international organizations: representatives of the International Organization for Migration (IOM), the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) and the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), among others.
Structure:
One day allocated to the course, which will include a morning session from 9:30 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. and an afternoon session from 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.

· Three thematic sessions in the morning 

· Three thematic sessions in the afternoon
Each session will have one speaker and afterwards, time will be allocated for questions and answers.
Target Audience:

As was agreed in the CAM’s Work Plan the course will be offered in classroom format and open to representatives of Member States, Permanent Observers, and staff of the OAS General Secretariat. It will also be broadcast via webcast to allow participation by officials in Member States who are in charge of following migration issues, among others.
