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I. INSTALLATION OF THE CAM AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS
The Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) was constituted by means of resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12) “Strengthening the Topic of Migration in the OAS: Establishment of the Committee on Migration Issues”.

For the 2015-2016 term, the CAM was installed during the regular meeting of CIDI that took place on September 21, 2015, at which Mr. Daniel Alberto Cámara Ávalos, Alternate Representative of Mexico to the OAS, was elected Chair of the Committee by acclamation.

The election for the Vice Chairs of the CAM took place at the first regular meeting held on October 8, 2015. Ms. Wendy Jeannette Acevedo Castillo, Alternate Representative of El Salvador to the OAS, was elected First Vice Chair, and Ms. Inés Martínez Vallinotti, Alternate Representative of Paraguay to the OAS, was elected as Second Vice Chair.

II. ACTIVITIES OF THE CAM AND ITS WORKING GROUP

To address the specific mandates entrusted to the Committee in General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14), the CAM and its Working Group carried out the following activities included in the CAM Work Plan for the 2015-2016 period (document CIDI/CAM/doc.22/16 rev.1), Español |English |Français |Português
approved on October 8, 2015. These activities included:

1. Meetings and events:

· The first formal meeting of this session was held on October 8, 2015. The Chair presented its Work Plan for the 2015-2016 term, which was approved by the Committee. The CAM created a Working Group charged with updating the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families, which was chaired by Ms. Wendy Jeannette Acevedo Castillo, First Vice Chair of the CAM.  

· The second and third formal meetings of the CAM session were held on November 18 and December 7, 2015.  The Chair presented a proposal for the Forum on Human Rights and Migration, to be held on December 16, 2015, as established in the Work Plan. The Chair of the Working Group gave a presentation on progress made on updating the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families: (CIDI/CAM/doc.24/15) Español-English 

· The Forum on Migration and Human Rights: Challenges and Perspectives was held on December 16. It was inaugurated by Mr. Daniel Cámara, Chair of the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM); Ambassador Emilio Rabasa, Permanent Representative of Mexico to the OAS, and Mr. Luis Almagro, Secretary General of the Organization of American States.  The event consisted of two panels. The first panel, entitled “Twenty-five Years after the Adoption of the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of all Migrant Workers and their Families,” was moderated by Ambassador Neil Parsan, Executive Secretary for Integral Development. The participants were Nancy A. Donaldson, Director of the Office of the International Labor Organization in Washington D.C.; Pablo Ceriani Cernadas, Expert of the U.N. Committee on the Protection of the Rights of all Migrant Workers, and Shannon Lederer, Director of Immigration Policy, AFL-CIO-America’s Unions. The second panel, entitled “Challenges of the new trends in international migration”, was moderated by Ms. Ideli Salvatti, Secretary for Access to Rights and Equity.  Participating were Ms. Zaira Navas, Chair of the Directing Council of the Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN); Amb. Carmen Moreno Toscano, Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission of Women; Mr. Marc Linning, Protection Coordinator of the International Committee of the Red Cross, and Ms. Chiara Cardoletti-Carroll, Assistant Regional Representative for the United States and the Caribbean of UNHCR.
· The fourth formal meeting of the CAM was held on January 19, 2016. At this meeting, the Chair presented the draft agenda for the thematic session: “Ties with National Communities Abroad”. In addition, the Technical Secretariat made a presentation on the main results of the report on SICREMI 2015, and discussions continued on approving the proposal to update the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families: (CIDI/CAM/doc.19/15 rev.9) - Español |English| Français | Português
· During the fifth formal meeting of the CAM, a thematic meeting was held on February 1, 2016 on “Ties with National Communities Abroad,” with the participation of the following experts:

· The sixth formal meeting of the CAM session was held on March 15, 2016, at which the proposal for updating the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families, was presented for approval. In addition, the Delegation of El Salvador presented the proposed Declaration “Migration, Food Security and Climate Change in the Americas”.

· The seventh formal meeting was held on April 14, 2016. The CAM approved the draft resolution on the Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families (CIDI/CAM/doc.27/16) - Español |English| Français |Portuguese. It also considered the draft Declaration “Migration, Food Security and Climate Change in the Americas”, presented by the Delegation of El Salvador. 
· The eighth formal meeting was held on April 29. It heard a presentation on “Voting Abroad”, by Mr. Enrique Andrade, Counsel of the National Electoral Institute of Mexico (CIDI/CAM/INF.35/16). The CAM also considered the paragraphs to be included in the preliminary draft omnibus resolution: “Advancing hemispheric initiatives on integral development”, presented by the Delegate of Mexico in his capacity as Chair of the CAM. 
· The Forum on “Migration and Development in the Americas: Toward Implementation of Agenda 2030” was held on May 6, 2016.  The forum was inaugurated by the Vice President and Foreign Minister of Panama, H. E. Isabel de Saint Malo de Alvarado; the Secretary General of the OAS, Luis Almagro; the Executive Director of the YABT, Valerie Lorena, and the Chair of the CAM, Daniel Cámara.
