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INTRODUCTION


International migration is a multidimensional and multifaceted phenomenon that has wide-ranging impacts on countries of origin, transit, and destination. Therefore, migration processes in the region need to be observed and analyzed from a multidimensional and evidence-based perspective, in line with the Sustainable Development Goals.
The OAS member states have agreed that the challenges and opportunities of international migration must be addressed in a coherent, comprehensive, and balanced manner, recognizing not only the links between migration and development, but also the obligation of States to protect the rights of migrants, regardless of their immigration status, with full respect for human rights.

In recent years there have been significant increases in human mobility flows in the Hemisphere, which requires further responses from States to address the challenges generated and to take advantage of the opportunities that migration-related phenomena offer for development.


The Report of the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration in the Americas (SICREMI) notes that while temporary and permanent movements of people have increased worldwide in recent years, the growth rate for migrants in our Hemisphere is on the gathering pace. According to a 2017 United Nations report on international migration, the number of migrants in the Americas went from 47 million in 2000 to 68 million in 2017.
/ While migration flows in the Western Hemisphere have been characterized by a south-north dynamic, the past decade has seen a significant increase in south-south flows. Added to this growing number of migrants within the region itself, whose number increased from 3.2 million migrant workers in 2010 to 4.3 million in 2015 according to the International Labour Organization,
/ is the fact that the region is now the source of substantive flows of people who have been forced to emigrate. Many of those people are highly vulnerable and in clear need of humanitarian protection. 


This work plan aims to address migration issues in the Americas in a multidimensional way, with a rights-based approach, covering social and economic dimensions from a national and regional perspective.

In this way, meetings will be held on international and inter-American standards on protection of migrant workers and their families; the contributions of migrants to host countries; the responses of the international community to address the humanitarian needs and socioeconomic integration of migrant populations in the region; and public policies and best practices in the region to combat discrimination, xenophobia, and racism. The Plan will also cover aspects of importance to States as regards social benefits for migrant populations and agreements that already exist and/or that may arise between States. It will also emphasize policies that States could adopt to provide social and health care services to migrant populations, with particular attention to vulnerable populations and victims of trafficking. 
At the end of thematic meetings, the Chair will propose to delegations paragraphs to be included in the CIDI omnibus resolution for submission to the General Assembly at its next regular session. 
The functions of the Committee on Migration Affairs (CAM) are set out in Article 58 of the Rules of Procedure for Regular and Special Meetings of CIDI.
