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SURVEY DIRECTED TO THE CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS TO OBTAIN THEIR PERSPECTIVE REGARDING THE INTER-AMERICAN PROGRAM FOR THE PROMOTION AND PROTECTION OF THE HUMAN RIGHTS OF MIGRANTS, INCLUDING MIGRANT WORKERS AND THEIR FAMILIES

(Includes comments sent by delegations as of June 15, 2013)
BACKGROUND OF THE TOPIC

The General Assembly of the Organization of American States (OAS) approved, through resolution AG/RES. 2141 (XXXV-O/05), the “Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families” with the objective of promoting and protecting the human rights of migrants through the identification and implementation of cooperative actions and the exchange of best practices; integration of considerations relating to the human rights of migrants in the work of the OAS, taking into consideration a gender perspective; and the linkage of the work of the OAS with the activities of states, multilateral organizations, and civil society.

With a view to optimize the objectives of the Inter-American Program, in 2012, Member States of the OAS through resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12), considered pertinent to instruct the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) to review, implement, and monitor the Inter-American Program. In fulfillment of that mandate, the CAM created an Informal Working Group in charge of gathering the perspectives of those organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS, and international and civil society organizations potentially interested in participating in the Inter-American Program with a view to preparing a comprehensive diagnostic that would enable the member states to take an informed decision regarding the future of that Program.

Since the beginning of 2013, informative meetings have been held with the Rapporteurship on the Rights of Migrants of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR); the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM); the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO); the Inter-American Children’s Institute (IIN); the International Labour Organization (ILO); the International Organization for Migration (IOM); the Summits Secretariat; the Department of Social Development and Employment; the Department of Public Security; the Department of Human Development, Education, and Culture; the Department of Electoral Cooperation and Observation; the Department of International Affairs; the Department of Effective Public Management; and the Department of Sustainable Development of the OAS. 

It is foreseen that informative meetings will be held in the future with the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights (IIDH); the United Nations Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR); and the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR); as well as consultations with civil society organizations, which are included in the Inter-American Program as actors. This survey serves the purpose of consulting with civil society organizations.
OBJECTIVE OF THE SURVEY  

To get to know the perspective of the civil society organizations about the Inter-American Program, particularly of the activities that the Program has entrusted them with, so that their contributions can support the diagnosis process that OAS member states have begun with a view to take an informed decision on the future of the Inter-American Program.
