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I. BACKGROUND

Through resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly established the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) as a permanent committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) of the Organization of American States (OAS).  Its mandate is to serve as the Organization’s principal forum on migration issues.

In its first year, the CAM was consolidated as part of CIDI, and was incorporated into the Statutes and Rules of Procedure of CIDI, with the following functions:

1. To serve as the Organization’s principal forum on migration issues, using a comprehensive, balanced, technical and gender-based approach that takes into consideration the contributions and challenges that migration represents for the countries of origin, transit, destination, and/or return. 

2. To promote international, regional, subregional and bilateral dialogue, cooperation and the exchange of experiences, lessons learned and best practices on migration issues, in the context of respect for human rights, and to foster recognition of the important contribution that migrants make to integral development in the hemisphere.

3. To review, implement and monitor such migration issues as may be entrusted to it by the General Assembly and/or the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI). 

4. To promote links with and the exchange of information among other international agencies and subregional consultation processes that have mandates on this subject.

By resolution AG/RES. 2777 (XLIII-O/13), “Strengthening the Topic of Migration in the OAS,” adopted by the General Assembly of the Organization on June 5, 2013, the CAM was entrusted with complying with specific mandates, some of which require priority attention in order to keep them current. 

Based on this resolution, the Chair has thus identified the following goals and mandates to be accomplished and activities to be conducted in 2013-2014:

Goals: 

1. To define and strengthen the work of the CAM in the framework of CIDI.

2. To maintain active participation by the member states in the activities of the CAM.

3. To keep the member states informed about the work that the Organization is doing on the issue of migration.

4. To link the work of CIDI to migration issues.

5. Given the holistic nature of the subject, to coordinate the work of the CAM more closely with that of other agencies, bodies and entities of the OAS. Linkages with the work of the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and the Inter-American Commission of Women are of particular importance.

6. To link the work of the CAM to that of a number of subregional agencies such as, inter alia, the Regional Conference on Migration (RCM or the “Puebla Process”), the South American Conference on Migration, the MERCOSUR Specialized Forum on Migration, the Andean Forum on Migration, the Meeting on Migration of the Community of Latin American and Caribbean States (CELAC). 

7. To complete the review of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families.

Mandates:

1. To charge the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) with continuing to review, implement and monitor the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families, with a view to optimizing its objectives. The CAM will present a report to the General Assembly on the results obtained. 

2. To invite CIDI, through the CAM, prior to the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly, in cooperation with the International Organization for Migration (OIM) and with the support of the Secretariat for Integral Development, to organize a course with a focus on the relationship that exists between migration, development and human rights, for staff of the permanent missions and consular offices of the member states, staff of the General Secretariat, and other interested parties.

3. To instruct the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) to identify effective mechanisms to facilitate sustainable funding for the report on the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration in the Americas (SICREMI) so as to ensure its continuity. 

4. To urge member states, permanent observers, regional and international organizations, civil society organizations, and other stakeholders to consider making voluntary contributions to the work of CAM.  

5. To instruct the CAM to consult and coordinate with the OAS member states, through inter-governmental mechanisms and fora on migration, so that the link between migration and development be taken into account in the Post-2015 Development Agenda, in the context of respect for the human rights of migrants, including migrant workers and their families. 

6. To instruct the CAM to contribute inputs, in the form of a report regarding specific OAS activities in the area of migration, to the President of the United Nations General Assembly prior to the II High Level Dialogue on International Migration and Development, which will be held October 2013.

II. ELECTION OF OFFICERS OF THE CAM
Mrs. Paola Riveros, Alternate Representative of the delegation of Mexico to the OAS, was elected Chair of the Committee at the regular meeting of CIDI that was held on August 27, 2013.  The candidates to the position of Vice Chair will be nominated during the first formal session of the CAM, which is scheduled for September 23, 2013.  

III. ORGANIZATION OF THE WORK OF THE CAM

In order to carry out the abovementioned mandates, the Committee will hold ten formal meetings as shown in the schedule of activities attached (Annex No. 1), and such informal meetings as it finds advisable in order to carry out the activities suggested.

The present document will serve as the framework for the Committee’s activities for the 2013-2014 period; it may be amended as required.
