The IACD Management Board is composed of nine member states: Commonwealth of The Bahamas (Vice Chair), Barbados, Bolivia, the Commonwealth of Dominica, the Dominican Republic (Chair), Ecuador, El Salvador, Mexico and Uruguay.  The term for the delegations of Barbados, the Commonwealth of Dominica, Ecuador and the Dominican Republic expire in 2017.  Elections will, therefore, be held for four members to serve for the period 2017-2019
