CONVOCATION OF THE EIGHTH REGULAR MEETING OF THE 
INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY
(Approved at the XXIV Regular Meeting held on February 26, 2013)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,

HAVING SEEN resolutions AG/RES. 2748 (XLII-O/12) and CIDI/RES. 270 (XVII-O/12), “Report of the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI,” which endorse the Plan of Action of Panama, "Translational Science, Technology and Innovation: Knowledge for Competitiveness and Prosperity” (CIDI/REMCYT-III/doc.6/11 rev. 4) adopted by the Ministers;

CONSIDERING:

That science and technology are essential elements of integral development as stated in the OAS Charter and that they have been considered priority areas in the Summits of the Americas process, as reconfirmed in the 2006-2009 Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development AG/RES. 2201 (XXXVI-O/06) [extended until December 31, 2013 by AG/RES. 2741 (XLII-O/12)]; 

That at the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology, held in Panama City in October 2011, the Ministers adopted the Plan of Action of Panama which seeks to advance the implementation of ministerial mandates by creating working groups in the framework of the Inter-American Committee on Science and Technology (COMCYT) and establishing clear actions and cooperation mechanisms to ensure their effective and sustained functioning;
That the Seventh Regular Meeting of the COMCYT [CEPCIDI/RES. 189 (CLXXVIII-O/12)] was convened in October 2012 Washington, D.C., to evaluate progress in implementing the agreements reached under the Plan of Action of Panama; 

That at that meeting Member States agreed that it was imperative to continue assessing said progress regularly and decided by consensus to hold the Eighth Regular Meeting on November 14 and 15, 2013, at OAS  headquarters in Washington, D.C.;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

Article 8 of the COMCYT Rules of Procedure which establishes that the Committee shall hold regular annual meetings; 

The Plan of Action of Mexico, adopted during the Second Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology, held in México in 2008, which charges the OAS General Secretariat with making a special effort to identify and free up the resources needed to hold Meetings of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology at least once every four years, and the meetings of COMCYT each year; and
  Permanent Council Resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11) “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS”; 
HAVING SEEN the note from the Chair of the Inter-American Committee on Science and Technology (COMCyT), dated January 10, 2013, requesting that the Eighth Regular Meeting of COMCYT be convened as agreed at the Seventh COMCYT Meeting (CIDI/INF.18/13), 

RESOLVES:

1. To convene the Eighth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Science and Technology (COMCYT) for November 14 and 15, 2013, at the headquarters of the Organization of American States (OAS), in Washington, D.C. 

2. To instruct that, of the resources provided for in Chapter 8, Subprogram 82H, of the program-budget of the Organization for 2013, an amount not to exceed US$33,558 be allocated, pursuant to the guidelines set forth in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), for preparing and holding the Eighth Regular COMCYT Meeting. 

3. To instruct the General Secretariat to support the preparations for and follow-up to the meeting and to keep the CIDI informed in that regard.
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
