CIDI/RES. 291 (XXXIII-O/13)
ADAPTING THE STRUCTURE OF THE SPECIAL MULTILATERAL FUND 
OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT 

(Agreed upon at the thirty-third regular meeting, held on December 11, 2013)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT, 

HAVING SEEN:

Resolutions AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13), “Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development:  Political Dialogue and Cooperation for Development Partnerships,” and CEPCIDI/RES. 175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), “Strengthening FEMCIDI:  Establishment of a Transitional Period for Implementing the Proposed Structure for Operations of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI)”;

REITERATING the importance of strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and its organs, as well as political dialogue and technical cooperation mechanisms, with a view to enhancing their efficiency and effectiveness; 

REITERATING ALSO:
That partnership for development embraces all member states, regardless of their levels of development; and
That FEMCIDI has made important contributions to the OAS member states over its 15 years of existence and it has become necessary to adapt it, so it can respond more effectively to the needs of states, particularly of those member states with a less advanced level of human development and smaller, more vulnerable economies;
CONSIDERING: 

That by means of resolution CEPCIDI/RES.175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), the Permanent Executive Committee of CIDI established a transition period for putting the proposed structure of FEMCIDI into practice, as indicated in the schematic programming flowchart (CEPCIDI/doc.963/10); that the sectoral processes for education, science and technology, culture, and tourism endorsed this transition process; and that the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD) approved programs in those sectors, which are currently being implemented; 

That based on the comments of the member states, the agencies of CIDI, and the Secretariat, the CIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its Organs evaluated the transition period for implementing the proposed FEMCIDI structure and recommended that CIDI adjust it in order to provide FEMCIDI with a final structure that would respond to the member states’ interests and needs; 

That the new structure of FEMCIDI as recommended by the GTFORCIDI may be found in document CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.93/13 rev. 3; and
CONSIDERING ALSO:
That CIDI is empowered to periodically evaluate the execution of cooperation activities with a view to adopting decisions it finds appropriate for their improvement and for the most efficient use of funds, and to report thereon to the General Assembly; and
That FEMCIDI has its own Statutes, which may be amended by CIDI at its regular meetings, provided that they remain in line with the General Standards,
RESOLVES:
1. To acknowledge the recommendations of the Working Group to Strengthen the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (GTFORCIDI) intended to adapt the structure of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) as set forth in document CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.93/13 rev. 3 and to take into consideration the recommendations presented by the member states for strengthening that Fund. 

2. To instruct the Secretariat, on the basis of all the recommendations contained in paragraph one above and the comments received by the member states, to prepare and present to the GTFORCIDI, prior to March 31, 2014,a proposal with the necessary amendments to the FEMCIDI Statutes, to the document “Criteria for Presentation, Selection, and Evaluation of Cooperation Projects,” and to any other regulatory document of CIDI and/or the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the OAS General Secretariat that may be necessary to adopt FEMCIDI’s new operational structure.

3. To instruct GTFORCIDI, on the basis of the proposed amendments contained in paragraph three above, to present its recommendations to CIDI for their adoption prior to May 15, 2014. 

4. To instruct the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), in coordination with the National Liaison Agencies, relevant national authorities, and international development organization partners, to work on the formulation of an objective to cover four programs and their corresponding activities, in accordance with the sectoral priorities and policies existing in the area of integral development and, specifically, in the member states, as part of a FEMCIDI programming cycle, and to present it to CIDI for adoption no later than September 30, 2014.

5. To request the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD) that it establishes among its priorities the mobilization of additional resources to the new structure of FEMCIDI.

6. To call on the member states to get up to date with their contributions to FEMCIDI for the 2012 and 2013 cycles prior to January 31, 2014, and to set August 31, 2014, as the deadline for the 2014 contributions, so that those funds can be used for FEMCIDI’s programming under this new structure. Accordingly, to ask MB/IACD to consider receiving the late contributions before March 30, 2014.

7. To instruct SEDI to inform the various organs of CIDI, and the national liaison offices of member states of the new FEMCIDI structure and invite them to actively participate in FEMCIDI.

8. To instruct SEDI to continue providing support and guidance to the projects approved under the transitory structure of FEMCIDI until the end of the project period of execution and to report regularly to the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD).

9. To ask SEDI to present periodic reports to the MB/IACD and CIDI on the implementation of this resolution. 
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
