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CONVOCATION OF THE TWENTY-SECOND INTER-AMERICAN CONGRESS

OF MINISTERS AND HIGH-LEVEL AUTHORITIES OF TOURISM

(Adopted at the XXXIV regular meeting, held on January 28, 2014)

THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,

HAVING SEEN resolution AG/RES. 2779 (XLIII-O/13) “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development” and the Declaration of San Pedro Sula on Geo-Tourism in the Americas (CIDI/TUR-XXI/DEC.1/13 XXI – O/13);  
CONSIDERING:

That international and regional cooperation is a vital pillar of sustainable tourism development;

That strengthening partnerships and dialogue between the public and private sectors contributes directly to growth, competitiveness and sustainability of tourism;
That competitiveness is a prerequisite for the generation of sustainable jobs and growth in the tourism sector; and
That exploring opportunities, creating synergies and supporting cross-cutting initiatives between tourism and the other sectors is critically important in the development of a competitive and sustainable tourism sector;
HAVING SEEN the note from the Permanent Mission of Barbados formalizing the offer made by the Ministry of Tourism and International Transport of Barbados to serve as host of the XXII Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism (CIDI/INF. 51/14), which will be held in September 2014 on the proposed theme of “Tourism Competitiveness: An Essential Component of Sustainability”,
CONSIDERING ALSO that the VIII Americas Competitiveness Forum to be held in Trinidad and Tobago in October 2014 has as its theme “The Human Imagination at Work: Driving Competitiveness, Powering Innovation”, and
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,”

RESOLVES:
1. To thank the Government of Barbados for its offer to host the XXII Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism on the theme of “Tourism Competitiveness: An Essential Component of Sustainability” and to convene it for September 3 to 4, 2014 in Bridgetown, Barbados.

2. To urge Ministers and high authorities of tourism of the member states to participate in the XXII Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism.

3. To establish that the funds provided for under Chapter 8, Subprogram 83G of the 2013 program-budget of the Organization be allocated, up to US$29,158.00, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11).

4. To instruct the General Secretariat to lend its support, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to prepare and organize the XXII Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism, and to keep the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) abreast of developments during preparations and to report as well on the outcome.
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
