CIDI/RES. 299 (XLIII/14)
CONVOCATION OF THE NINETEENTH INTER-AMERICAN CONFERENCE 

OF MINISTERS OF LABOR 
(Adopted at the 33rd regular meeting, held on October 28, 2014)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,
HAVING SEEN resolution AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14) “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives On Integral Development”; 
CONSIDERING:
That the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML) is a specialized conference of the Organization of American States;
That the Heads of State and Government gathered at the Third Summit of the Americas, held in Quebec City, Canada, from April 20 to 22, 2001, reaffirmed the fundamental importance of the IACML;
That the Heads of State and Government gathered at the Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth

/ Summits of the Americas, held, respectively, in Mar del Plata, Argentina, in 2005; Port-of-Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, in 2009; and Cartagena, Colombia, in 2012; recognized the important contributions of labor ministries in furthering their aims of creating jobs to confront poverty and strengthening democratic governance, and have pledged to promote decent, dignified, and productive work; 
That the ministers of labor of the region gathered at the XVIII IACML held in Medellin, Colombia, in November 2013, “to continue strengthening inter-American dialogue and cooperation for social justice and decent work and to commemorate the 50th anniversary of this important hemispheric forum,” and that there they reaffirmed that “ministries of labor play a key role in articulating economic, social inclusion, employment promotion, and labor policies in ensuring compliance with labor laws and international labor standards, and in developing effective labor management systems,” and, in that context, as the Declaration of Medellin states, they reiterated their pledge to continue building capabilities and capacities in their ministries;
That the generation of decent, dignified, and productive work is a priority for the region and that it is fundamental for combating poverty, exclusion, and inequality, as is recognized in the Declaration of Asunción adopted at the forty-fourth regular session of the OAS General Assembly, which declared the commitment to “encourage also the formulation and implementation of comprehensive and inclusive economic and social policies intended to deepen economic development with equity, foster investment and entrepreneurship, and generate decent, dignified, and productive work in all sectors, so as to reduce income and social inequalities”; and 
That it is incumbent on CIDI to foster dialogue that encourages the generation of productive employment as one of its priority areas;
HAVING SEEN the note from the Secretariat of Labor and Social Welfare of Mexico by which it offers to host the Nineteenth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor and proposes that it be held in Mexico City on November 18 and 19, 2015 (CIDI/INF.89/14); and 
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the Permanent Council resolution on “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,” CP/RES. 982 (1797/11),
RESOLVES:
1. To accept with gratitude the offer by the Government of Mexico to hold the Nineteenth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML) in Cancun, Quintana Roo, Mexico, on November 18 and 19, 2015.  
2. To convene said conference at the place and date mentioned in the foregoing operative paragraph and to urge member states to send their highest-level labor authorities to take part in it.
3. To instruct that of the funds envisaged in Chapter 8, Subprogram 83G of the 2015 program-budget of the Organization, up to US$29,158.00 be allocated in accordance with the guidelines set down in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,” for the preparation and holding of the XIX IACML. 
4. To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, to assist with the preparation and organization of the XIX IACML and to report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development on its preparatory process and outcomes.

2 ...in that during that event, the Heads of State and Government were unable to consider or adopt the Political Declaration, which reflected the common will of the countries of Latin America and the Caribbean for the sister republic of Cuba to participate unconditionally and on a footing of sovereign equality. We reaffirm that the "Summit of the Americas" cannot take place without the presence of Cuba. The mandates and operative paragraphs on the core themes were part of the Political Declaration and as the latter were not adopted, nor were the former. For that reason, Nicaragua disagrees with making references to these documents and mandates, which were not adopted.
