RESOLUTION

CHANGE OF DATE FOR THE EIGHTEENTH INTER-AMERICAN CONFERENCE OF MINISTERS OF LABOR AND CELEBRATION OF ITS FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY 

(Agreed on, ad referendum of the twenty-third regular meeting of CIDI, on February 8, 2013)

the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI),

HAVING SEEN resolutions CIDI/RES. 269 (XVII-O/12) and AG/RES. 2747 (XLII-O/12), “Report of the Seventeenth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor and Support for the Inter-American Network for Labor Administration” and CIDI/RES. 281/12 (XXI-O/12), “Convocation of the Eighteenth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor and Celebration of Its Fiftieth Anniversary”; and
CONSIDERING:

That the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML) is a specialized conference of the Organization of American States;

That the first IACML was held in Bogotá, Colombia, in 1963, and that since then the Conference has been considered the foremost venue for discussion and consensus-building on priorities and actions to be pursued at the hemispheric level on matters of labor and employment;

That the Heads of State and Government, gathered at the Third Summit of the Americas, held in Quebec City, Canada, from April 20 to 22, 2001, reaffirmed the fundamental importance of the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor;

That the heads of state and government, gathered at the Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth Summits of the Americas, held, respectively, in Mar del Plata, Argentina, in 2005, Port-of-Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, in 2009, and Cartagena, Colombia, in 2012, have recognized the important contributions of labor ministries in furthering their aims of creating jobs to confront poverty and strengthening democratic governance, and have pledged to promote decent, dignified, and productive work;
That it is the responsibility of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to foster dialogue that encourages the generation of productive employment as one its priority areas; and

That the note from the Minister of Labor of Colombia of January 25, 2013, mentions that the dates for the Global Conference on Child Labor overlap with those of the Eighteenth IACML and, therefore, proposes November 11 and 12, 2013 as the new dates for holding the IACML (CIDI/INF.15/13),
RESOLVES:

1. To accept with satisfaction and gratitude the offer by the Government of Colombia to host the Eighteenth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML) and commemorate its fiftieth anniversary on November 11 and 12, 2013, in the city of Medellin.

2. To invite member states to participate in the Eighteenth IACML by sending their highest authorities on labor.
3. To congratulate the ministries of labor of the region on their celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of the IACML, to extend its wishes for the success of that event, and to thank the OAS General Secretariat in that connection.

To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to support the work of preparing for and organizing the Eighteenth IACML and to report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) on its results.
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
