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PROPOSED TEXTS FOR THE SECTION ENTITLED
“INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS OF EDUCATION” IN THE DRAFT OMNIBUS RESOLUTION TO BE RECOMMENDED TO CIDI, FOR SUBMISSION TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FOR CONSIDERATION AT ITS FORTY-SEVENTH REGULAR SESSION 

(Presented and adjusted by the delegation of the Commonwealth of The Bahamas, based on the comments received at the meeting held April 11, 2017)
Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI: 
CONSIDERING that the Ninth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI was held in The Bahamas on February 9 and 10, 2017, and adopted the Declaration of The Bahamas, in which the ministries of education of the OAS member states adopted the Inter-American Education Agenda; and

TAKING INTO CONSIDERATION the significant achievement of developing and approving the Inter-American Education Agenda which provides a hemispheric road map to strengthen cooperation and build partnerships to ensure quality, inclusive, and equitable education in the Americas over the next 5 years and supports States’ efforts to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals; and recognizing that the Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education and the CIE serve as valuable forums for dialogue, facilitating partnership, and coordination of efforts to:  ensure that quality, inclusive, and equitable education is accessible to all; strengthen the teaching profession; and enhance the provision of comprehensive early childhood care; and emphasizing that member states should continue supporting the implementation of the Inter-American Education Agenda,
RESOLVES:

1. To thank the Government of The Bahamas for its leadership in the chairmanship of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) since April 2016, for its hospitality and support in hosting the Ninth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education, advancing the approval of the Inter-American Education Agenda (IEA), initiating the work of intersectoral coordination between ministers of labor and ministers of education; for its efforts to coordinate the work of the Working Groups to produce draft Work Plans to implement the IEA; and for its steadfast efforts to forge hemispheric consensus on the construction of integrated education and labor policies. 

2. To endorse the Declaration of The Bahamas (CIDI/RME/DEC.1/17) and the Inter-American Education Agenda (IEA) (CIDI/RME/doc.6/17) adopted at the Ninth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education in the framework of CIDI, to thank member states for their support for the three working groups of the CIE established in the implementation of the IEA and operationalization of draft work plans.
3. To take further note of the additional outcomes of the Ninth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education in the framework of CIDI including dialogue with the  Inter-American Ministers of Labor, the Inter-American Committee on Telecommunications (CITEL), and international organizations and financial institutions, such as the World Bank, the Caribbean Development Bank, the Inter-American Development Bank, the Development Bank for the Americas (CAF), UNESCO, UNICEF and the Organization of Ibero-American States; and the signing of Memoranda of Understanding between the Organization of American States (OAS) and the Organization of Ibero-American States and Profuturo Foundation, respectively, alongside the contributions of the Inter-American Teacher Education Network (ITEN) and the announcement of the dedication of up to one million of the OAS Development Cooperation Fund towards supporting the implementation of the IEA.

4. To thank the Government of Antigua and Barbuda for its offer to host the Tenth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI in 2019.
5. Pursuant to the mandates emanating from the Ninth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI, and in accordance with the Strategic Plan of the OAS, to instruct the General Secretariat to assign the necessary personnel to staff the Technical Secretariat of the Inter- American Committee on Education (CIE), so that it may continue to fulfill its mandates, including, but not limited to, facilitating the implementation of the Inter-American Education Agenda (IEA) and facilitating the necessary preparation for upcoming meetings of the CIE.
