RECALLING resolution AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14), “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development,” which makes reference to supporting efforts by member states aimed at promoting and strengthening micro, small, and medium-sized enterprises; cooperatives; and other units of production; and


RECOGNIZING the work done by the United States Government in hosting the IV Inter-American Dialogue of High-Level MSME Authorities “Public Policies to Enhance the Competitiveness, Innovation and Internationalization of MSMEs,” held at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C., on April 16 and 17, 2015, with the support of the Department of Economic Development of SEDI and funding from the Government of Canada,

RESOLVES:

1. To request that the V Inter-American Dialogue of High-Level MSME Authorities address, as its main theme, the strengthening of the institutions that support micro, small, and medium-sized enterprises (MSMEs), as well as cooperatives and other production units. In that regard, to instruct the General Secretariat to continue to promote within existing resources the development of the OAS-supported initiative on Small Business Development Centers throughout the Hemisphere that supports the professionalization of MSMEs and enhances their capacity to respond to the needs of the local economy; likewise, that the General Secretariat encourage collaboration and explore synergies among regional MSME initiatives to support an exchange of best practices and institutional strengthening to boost regional competitiveness.
2. To accept with gratitude the offer of the Government of Mexico to host the V Inter-American Dialogue of High-Level MSME Authorities in 2017 in coordination with the X Americas Competitiveness Forum, in keeping with the Work Plan for the Inter-American Competitiveness Network (RIAC) 2016–2018, and to instruct SEDI to continue providing assistance for this process, including cooperation and exchange of experiences and best practices being undertaken through the three working groups.
